Last Saturday, while Victor
Melgard, Johnnie Syverson and
two other boys ranging in awly
from twelve to about fourteen|
years of age, all of whom lived at
Cooperstown, were out for a
hunt, a very sad accident occur-
red. The boys were ridingina
double-seated buggie and the
Melgard boy was seated ‘in the
front scat, while Syverson was in
the back seat. The rifles were
all loaded and Syverson was in
the act of moving his rifle when
it was accidently discharged, the
bullet entering Melgard’s brain.
The other boys weremearly craz-
ed over this horribf€ occurrence,
but they telephoned back to tewn
for assistance, which speedily ar-
rived and the wounded boy was
taken at once to Dr. Brimi's of-
fice, where an effort was made
to save his life, but without avail,
for death claimed 1ts yictim in
spite of medical skill and the as-
sistance reandered by loving
friends. The accident occurred
at about three o'clock in the af-
ternoon and death ensued about
ao hotir later. Johnuie Syverson
is heart-broken, while Mr. and
Mrs. Syverson are shocked be-
yond expression over the ex-
tremely sad and most unfortun-
ate calamity. Mr. and Mrs. Mel-
gard and family are deserving of
unusual sympathy as a resalt of
