There should be no donbt leﬂ
in the minds of any as to th&
estimation in which James Don-
glass istheld by his friends
nclghbora of Carthage and yicin-
ity, March 25th was the 70th
anniversary of his birth, and it
had been the determination of his
friends for some time past fo fit-
1y celebrate the event. Arrange-
ments were made upon a large
scale as this was to be no ordin-
ary occasion, - The Opera House
was retained for the public gath-
ering, while the Masonic Hall
was used as a place to serve the
supper. Noattempt was made
to decorate the Opera House;but
at the Masonic Hall the decora-
tions were somewhat eluborate.
Three tables were set across the
hall scating 34 guestsatone time.
The center table was decorated
with the national colors, bunting
beieg draped from the cormers
to a Japanese parasol hung from
the ceiling over the center of the
table. The parusol was fastoon-
ed with red, white and blue. The
vefreshments' were in keeping
with all the arrangements, con-
sisting of coffee, | sandwiches,
chicken and cabbage salads,
pickels, cheese, cake,; etc.

Mr. Douglass was wholly un-
