The
report of the gun wus heard by a
number of the guests in the
house hut.it was thought to have
been out on the strect and no in-
vestigation was made, until the
last call for breakfast .was an-
wounced and when the porter did
not get any response from the
room he entered and the sight
which met his eyes we will not
¢eseribe.  Chroner Baker was
immediately called, but no in-
guest was thought necessary, as
there was no doubt in the minds
of anyone but what it was a clear
case of suicide, The case s in-
deed a sad one and what acems
to make it st!ll mere sad is the
fact that he bad not a relative
nearver ghan. New York state,
wherefize has a wife and one san,
wheo left here last fall to spend
the winter with relatives baclk at
the old home, while Mr. Dann re-
mained hereand bad been engag-
‘ed in buying furs, and we under-
stand has done considerable
bueiness in that line. The relat-
ives were immediately notified by
‘wire._ The body was takemgharge
of, b&Carqner'Baker and der-
taker Washburn and embalmed.
_ Thefrelatives not being able to
get her@withina week, the fune: -
al servicey were held in the par-
lors of the hotel Tuesday fore-
nooa and the remains were bHuri-
cd in the ITope cemetary.
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
