‘Further partlculars rega.rdmg-
thé tragedy were received yester- |
day. It seems:that Leonard was|
employed under his father as
foreman over a body of workmen.
At 5:20 o’clock, Wednesday even-
ing, while the crew was at work
a wire cable working througha
pulley and attached toa string

‘of dump cars to prevent their
moving too rapidly down a heavy
grade existing near Albany,|
Minn., became broke. The young
man stepped to the side of the
track to see what could be done
to prevent a smash-up and be-
came entangled in a loop. The
cable was being rapidly dragged
thru the pulley by the loosened
cars and Leonard’'s boly was

“jerked with terific speed over 200
feetof ground and thru the air.
When he reached the pulley
block the coil in the cable straight-
ened out, freeing the body, which
was hurled high into the air.
When it fell it struck upon a rock,
breaking the young man’s legs
arid arms and injuring his spine.
‘Medical attention was secured at
once but the attending physician
could render no efiective aid and
death took place at 6;10 p. m.,
