He was a christian man and died
strong in faith that he would go
to that home where sorrow and
trouble is [not known. ~His last
coherent words practically in
which he said farewell to his
bereaved_wife and children was
that it was well with his soul and
that he was going ahead a short
time. -He tried to comfort them
all through his #ickness and was
happy atthe thought that he was
gomng to his eternal home. He
was a man of few words but a
deep thinker.. He lived a life of
uprlghtness and tried to liveup
to the golden rule. "Alexander
Moffatt was a good man and
Cooperstown has lost an honored
citizen. He was born November
21, 1840, near Edinburg, Scot-
land and moved to Canada in
1864. Heserved in the Fenian
raid and was awarded a medal
for bravery by Queen Victoria.
He was married April 2€, 1867 at
Fergus, Canada, to Mary.Jane
Milner. He moved to Valley
City in 1880. and to Sanborn in
1882 where he“engaged in con-
tracting remaining there until
1895 when the family moved to
this place. Ten childrer were
born to Mr. and Mrs. Moffatt
all of whom are now living,
the death of the father making
the first break in .the family
chain. The children are: Mrs.
