| About noon Saturday, the wife
ie{ol one of the neighbors called
at the DBrekke homwme, and ar
rived just in time to hear Mr. Brek-
ke declure he was going to take his
own life. He ran “upstairs and im-
mediately the report of a revolver
was heard. Help was summoned at
onke from Walum and the neighbor-
ing farms. When they arrived they
found Mr. Brekke upstairs witha
wound in his forehead inflicted by a
bullet from a 32 calibre revolver.

It is statpd thot after Mr. Brekke
fired the fatal shot he walked down
stairs in search of a rifle and failing
te find it he again went upstairs
where he fell over exhausted. He
vemuined conscious and was able to
understand everything that was said
.| to him, until he died about 3 o'clock
Sunday morning.

The shot wus undoubtedly fired in
a fit of tewporary insanity. caused
“| by brooding over the ordinary cares
| and worries of life.
