Mr. Trebert was a brother of Mrs.
Julius Jahn of this city. He was a
steady and reliable young man, well
liked by his associates. The funeral
of Mr. Weiland took place at 10
o'clock Wednesday morning from
St. Mary's church. Mr. Trebert's
funeral was from St. Catherine’s
