She was one of the foremost wo-
men of the United States, being
interested in and a promoter of
many of the movements for the
advancement of womankind, and
for the uplifting of humanity,
using voice-and pen for this pur-
pose with equal facility. She
was recognized as one of the
greatest parliamentarians of the
age and had compiled a manual
of parliamentary terms and pro-
cedure which is used by many of
the leading parliamentarians of
the country.

Mrs. Hollister was born and
reared in Michigan. She traveled
extensively in this country and
in Europe and has written inter-
estingly upon her travels.

She was a woman of command-
ing presence with a fine intellect-
ual face, and possessed a charm
and vivacity of manner that won
an audience at once, and the
phenomenal growth of the La-
dies of the Maccabees of the
World has been largely due to
her executive ability, marked
personality and personal mag-
netisn.
