EFFORTS TO SAVE DROWNING MAN

ARE FRUITLESS. HIS
FRIEND SAVED,

A telephone call brought the
news that a man was drowned
at Spiritwood lake Monday af-
ternoon and it was at first re-
ported that it was Otto Olson
who had become the victim of a
watery grave. Upon informa-
tion directly received from the
scene of the accident it was
learned that the man drowned
was Ole Olson, a dmtant relative
of the former. :

Both Ole and Otto Olson left
*lhere for the lake at about two
-|o’clock in the afternoon in the
latter’s automobile with the in-
tention of doing some carpenter
work for George Tucker at the
lake property. One of Mr.
Tucker’s employees followed in a
farm wagon in which the Olson
boys had their carpenter tools.
Arriving at the lake much sooner
with their auto than the farm
wagon, the two men concluded
to take a ride in a boat to while
away the time. The heavy wind
blowing at the time from a north-
westerly direction made the
water rough and turbulent.
Large, choppy waves blew to-
wards the landing. . The boys,
however, thought w1th an ordin-
ary beat it would be safe to ven-
ture out on the lake and enjoy a
ride on_the choppy waves, Se-
curing a large wooden boat and
two sets of oars they started out
towards the north bank but af-
ter rowing a few hundred feet
due north of the pier at ker's
pavilion they found the [waves
were much higher than e ted
and concluded it unsafe to row
out any farther.

bout in the direction of the shore
several heavy waves struck the
boat broadside, overturning it

and throwing the occupants over

board. The whole thing hap-
pened so quickly that the onlook-
ers hardly realized it until they
perceived the men struggling in
the water trying to gain a hold
of the boat. The boat revolved
seyeral times from the action of

the waves and the vain endeavors

of the excited men to gain a
landing, making it impossible for
them to get in the boat. Otto
Olson finally succeeded in climb-
ing on top of the boat which was
then drifting bottom-side up but
the other unfortunate man be-
came either exhausted or was
attacked by cramps as he was
seen to disappear, rise once and
then sink.

As soon as their plight was
noticed by thaose on shore,several
men embarked in the gasoline
launch belonging to Geo. Tucker
but no more had they swung the
boat around before the propeller
became disabled and the wind
and waves drove the launch
ashore.

Perceiving the futility of an
attempt to reach the drowning
man with the means of a small
row boat, for fear of encounter-
ing the same fate, the men were
at loss to deﬁmte\y decide on the
next move of action. Asquickly
as possible they held a consulta-
tion and concluded to wade into
the water- and shove a boat to-
wards the capsized boat which
was anchored down by means of
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
