Becker's house was gattacked by a
mob and all the inmates lost their
lives excepting Mr. Becker and his

{infant child. It seems that during

the attack on the house Wilhelm and
one of the Becker girls mapaged to
get over the wall and attempted to
save themselves by escapiog into the
countzy, but they were overtaken
eight miles out and killed.

Wilhelm was a graduate of the
Cooperstown high school and it is
