Kleven was subject to fits of in-
sanity, and bad been an iomate of the insane
asylum at Madison, Wis., aod later of the asy-
jum at Jamestown, Dakota, Last fall be re-
turned bowe, and during the present summer
Ihdeﬂmdtngabatttohmﬂo#ﬂ. bat was
prevented by his relatives, He had been work-

morniog was seen by Mrs, Peler Duscan pase-
ing the bouse, and about noon Mr. Peler Dun-
can returned home and discovered Kleven
banging in bis machine shed. His family
was at onee notified and the body remeved.
He bad used 8 piece of binder twine plaited
whieh he fastened (o one of the cross beams of
the shied, using the seat of 3 wagon {o reach
it, and made a runging noose which he placed
around bis neck and then stepped off the seal,
the chord choking him to death, their being
po marks on the neck wheo the body was cut
down. An inquest was held on Mondsy.
Kleven was very subject to fits of desponden-
dency, and the pastial failure of his crop
seemed 1o pray vpon bis mind, He was s man
of some education, and was a tallor by trade,
He came to Dakota from Wisconsin about sev-

el years ago,
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
