In 1854 he was united to Caro-
line Greve in holy wedlock. This
uiion was blessed by nine child-
ren, five sons and four daughters,
o which one son and three
daughters preceeded him into

+ g-oat beyond. . His ever
uth ul and devoted wife also
pree «ded him in death about four |
years ago, The surviving child-
ren are: John E. of Courtenay,
Henry and Fred of Oak Lawn,
Minnie of Chicago and Charles of
- Yorkville, all of which he leaves
provided for.
