Mlpla Sugar Trezs.

Within lis wide range ‘the sugar ma-
ple appears 1us a predominant tree
only in the New England states, New
York, southern Canada, northernn and
western Penusylvania and in parts of
Ohlo, Indiana, Illinois, Michigan, Wis-
consin and Minnesota. Iu the south:
ern Appalachians it occurs tn scattered
bodies where climate conditions are
pimilar to those of the north. In the
extreme northern part of New York
state and the adjacent district of Que-
®ec the forest growth Is often almost
pure maple. and even considerably far-
ther south, where béech and birch be-
come associate trees, the sugar maple
bolds its own as the dominant species.
In northern Pennsylvania at an alti-
tude of over 1,000 feet the mixture Is
much the sume as it is in New York.
In Ohlo, Indinna and Iilinois a similar
condition Is found. DBut as the hilly
country disappears the naple retreats
to the richer and damper solls, leav-
ing great areas to the onks and chest
outs.—Bulletin of the Department of
Agriculture.
