For a great
miny years he had been an
employe of the Northeiu Pacific
in variors positions of trust und
was roadmaster of the Coopers
town and Casselton brancheg at
the time of his death. He whs a
man of sterling qualities, -con-
scientious in his dutiesand faith-
ful to his employers, and was
oune of the oldest and most trust-
ed men on the Northern Pacific
railroad. Deceased was a man
of few words but he was a man of
large heart. He leaves a heart
broken wife and five childven,
the oldest being 16 years old, a
daughter. Deceased was  a
/member of Northern Light
Lodge Masons. He joined the
order April 30, 1892, Occidentul
Lodge—No. 27 of Hope. When
‘Northern Light lodge was in-
stituted June 9, 1896, he became
\a charter member. He was also
a 82d degree mason and a Shrine
member. He was a member "of
Griggs Lodge No. 13, A. O. U.
W. and carried $2,000 insurance
in that order. In the death of
John E. Johnsou the wife loses a
faithful husband and the child-
ren a kind father. the railroad
loses a valued employe, and the
town and county one of its best
citizens. The funeral took place
at the farm home two miles north
of town Wedunesduy afternoon,
the ceremonies being in charge
of the Masons, Rev. O. D
Purinton, chaplain of the lodge
being the officiating clergyman.
The remains were interred in
the cemetery, Sympathy does
not do much to alleviate suffer-
ing, yet the COURIER sincerely
offers its deepest sympathy in
conjunction with a host of friends
tothe bereaved wife and child-
ren.
