Railroad' which is being oper-
ated north from Devils Lake has
attracted -considerable attention
for some time past and as a
‘result other localities that are
at a disadvantage on account of
the distance to market are be-
ginning to make attempts in the
same direction,

An enterprise of this kind, on
a large scale, is being talked of

and if carried out will tend to
revolutionize freight rates in
the Northwest.

The proposition is to build an
electric railway from the north-
ern part of this state thru Min-
nesota into northwestern Iowa,
there to connect with the Illinois
Central and other southern lines.
By building a line of this kind it
is claimed that the farmers will
be able to get about six cents a
