A later report as to the r.-ircu'm
stances attending the accident Is to
the effect that Mr. Olson was In the
coach giving an order to a traveling
man. The train had backed up and
when it finally left the station it did
| not stop at the depot. Olson jumped
from the train when It was in motion
and was thrown under the wheels. He
. was a half brother of Ben Grinlﬂy, ol
