{over a high place in the track, and
" the slack ‘hgiween the cars was taken
up, he was. thrown head foremost off
the train lnd then rolled under the
wheels, meeting instant death. His
chin was cut off by the wheels. while
his features and body were terribly
bruised,iboth arms being broken in
two places, leaving the bones pro-
truding through the flesh,
Coroner: L. Almklov, of Coopers-
town, and Dr. C. A. Wicklund were
immediately notified and hastened to
the scene of the accident. After be-
jug viewed by the coroner. the re-
mains of the unfortunate young man
were brought Lo town and prepared
for burial.
The funeral’ took plma nl, 2 o'clock
Bundnj' afternoon from the Presby-
tﬂl‘lln church, being fargely attended
by our citizens and comrades of the
_deceased. Rev. Mackay, the pastor,
preached a very impressive sermon.
‘Interment“was made in the cemetéry
juss westof town. -
Deceased leaves a brother, Steve,
whhmphndnthamqmp,-
and his parénts in the old country. to
mourn his sudden death. He is said
by hhmhu-sto have baenlnax-
emplary young man, steady and in-
dustrioos, and was well liked by all
who hlll' hlm.
