One of the most serious things|

now confronting the farmers of
this state is the shortage of
twine. Dealers are not able to
get even the amount that they
contracted for. The manufac-
tirers have turned out a large
quantity of twine this year, in
fact more than has been put out
in former years, and they were
all confident that the amount
would be sufficient for the needs
of the farmersof this great state,
and up until a few weeks ago
a shortage of twine had not been
thought of. Since then the crops
have proven far better than had
been expected, and the rye cut-
ting that has been going on the
past week has taken a great deal
more twine than was figured on.

The farmers are now at'a loss
to know just where the twine is
‘going to'come from for the bum-
per wheat crop which will be tut
ina few weeks. Some of the
farmers who contracted for their
twine early in the season, and
who thought that they would
have all that would be needed,
find that they themselves will
need more.

One local deuler spent consid-
erable time Tuesday telephoning
to different dealers in the hopes
of locating twine for his own
customers, but the best news he
could get over the wire was ‘‘no
twine to be had.”

The situation is a grave one
and it is sincerely hoped that
the condition will be hettered by
the time the wheat harvest is
started.

Why wouldn’t it be a fitting
time for some of the vacant lots
to be harvested of their weeds?
Some of the lots have a bumper
crop of weeds of every variety
that grows and if allowed to re-
main it will require an ax or
a saw to bring them down. Bet-
ter cut them while the sythe can
handle the crop!
