I, because of my old age and infirmity, and also because I am a widower, am concerned about needing nursing care to live, which in old age can be required.  Because I have confidence in my son Pehr Olofsson and his wife, I feel called upon to make the following request, namely:

If my son Pehr Olofsson and his wife undertake this request for as long as God is pleased to grant me life; they are to provide me with all the services I need, and also necessary care and food until the day of my death, as well as to provide a decent burial after my death.  Therefore I assure my son Pehr Olofsson that he shall receive all of my few belongings that are found after my death without protest from my other children.  But in the event God would rather not let me suffer and takes me after a short time, then Pehr Olofsson, with the trust in which I have appointed him, should realize that my other children should expect that this will cause some changes.

Thus being of free will and of sound mind it is consented to, prepared and acknowledged in the presence of witnesses.

Anders was a blacksmith in Huså, and lived on farm 182 for a time.

He built a house and lived in Semelä, Mörsil, by Rikard’s Smithy. He also lived in Husä on Farm 19, and perhaps it was then that he took the hand of his plucky father, Mäns.

On September 18, 1768 an application for assistance was processed from discharged artilleryman Måns Essing, who in his youth had been a soldier at Duved's Fort, stating that the assistance he has received until now is insufficient.

He received 12 cents in pledges from the local farmers, which made it possible for him "to be spared from going from town to town, as well as from having to live with his son Anders Essing of Huså , which he does not want to do”. The six men on his list promised to provide this money in the second part of the year.

The reason Anders built a house in Semelån was because it had a manufacturing plant with a copper refinery and a copper forge that was established there in 1752 in Semelån along the main road.  The copper from Gustav’s and Carlberg’s company was refined and forged there. 

The copper was transported on boats from smelting-houses over Lakes Kallen and Small, and then over land to Semlan, a distance of 25 miles, and from there it goes to Offne loading area in Mattmar, about 12 miles, where it will be loaded on Bruket’s boats in 4 ton shipments and then it is freighted about 31 miles over Storsjön to the Lunds unloading area in Brunflo, and from there it goes on the main road to Sundsvall.

When Karin died, Pehr Olofsson in Så, Åre was appointed as the guardian of Jonas, but Anders had already left him with someone else.  Pehr Olofsson took Anders to court as follows:
According to the law Pehr Olofsson in Så was notified in the fall of 1754 that he was appointed as the guardian for millworker Anders Essing’s under age son Jonas Andersson, but as of yet he has not received the child’s possessions, because Anders Essing will not surrender the custody of the child.

Pehr Olofsson therefore asked that either he be released from his guardianship or Essing must legally separate his property from his late wife’s, so that Pehr Olofsson may know what belongs to the boy, Jonas Andersson, and what he, as guardian, should be responsible for.

Release

However, the law cannot release him before Anders Essing is allowed to stand and be heard.  But since he has already given up custody of the child, there is nothing else the law can do.

Farm 26 d.31 where Anders Essing lived. It was found as follows:

1. A cottage with an intermediate roof of boards, fireplace with oven, steel column posts, enclosed with walls, large chairs and new shelves. One pair of windows on the long side two panes high and also as wide, one pair on the east side four panes high and two in width, all complete and without breakage. The entrance hall has a flowerbed. A small house without an intermediate roof or window.  The roof on this building is made of good sawed boards.

2. An old cottage, almost as good as new, is beside the feeder house with a board roof.

3. A small house, roof with common bark and birch bark and the one with ____ them, as to roof is in poor condition but the sides are found any bad, ____ is and with knockout ____

4. A barn with a board roof and ____ is leak-free but the east side has a small amount of rot.

5. A horse is found in a stall located on the east side of the barn.  The sides are in reasonable condition but the roof is in bad condition on the west side and should be repaired.

6. An inn post stands to the south in the garden without significance, It was roofed with birch bark, but the roof edge is gone, so it was repaired with a new roof so that this house may still be able to stand for some years. 

This farm was found to have cropland of 3 ½ acres. In the hay field within the fence there are about 5 cartloads of hay and green fodder.

311 fathoms of hedge fence serve as a barrier.  Part of it is found in decent shape but the biggest part is in poor shape. Both stake braced and wooden pole fence distributed between Malmsten and his 44 fathoms that is between Grönlund, is also in poor shape.

Here is shown the smelting-house in Huså in 1896. At the right can be seen the refinery-house and smelting-house. The house with the long channel contained a water wheel that powered an air compressor and from this the air was guided through sheet metal to the smelting house. The big white house to the right of  the manor was a carpentry workshop, later it was a workhouse, and after 1875 it was a school. The house to the right and on this side of the carpentry workshop was a coalhouse, the building behind the coal house was a granary and it can now be found in Fäviken. The house in the center of the photo was a roasting house.

Nils was a miner in Huså and later he was a settler in Sandnäset which was also called Äsingen.  His given name of “Essing” probably comes from the name “Äsingen”.

When Nils Essing and his wife Brita Andersdotter had to have their son Magnus baptized, they requested their closest neighbor, Johan Hansson Roebuck (1718-1761), because it was an emergency baptism. The emergency baptism was confirmed in Kall’s church the following day.

Nils Essing filed a lawsuit against farmer Olof Andersson in Sölvsved, concerning his wife Brita’s inheritance rights to a farm in Sölvsved.  Olof Andersson did not appear on the first session date of court, and could not or would not give a valid excuse. But he did produce a reconciliation agreement, which maintained that Olof Andersson should give Nils Essing, for his wife’s inheritance a portion of the Sellsveds farm, one half of what is known.   then owning tenth Bölet summoned, as well as the place that Essing had already built on, beside a fierde annually toe half trädesålvilket.   Nils Essing acknowledged this as a complete payment and as a release of his wife’s land interest in the Sellswed homestead, and proposed to perform two days work on the farm each year. Essing admits that he had been doing this from previously stipulated privileges and that he was only requesting this for official confirmation.  Olof Andersson does not deny this, so Essing may have proper assurance thereof.  Therefore, as soon as Olof Andersson receives the District Court’s decision - a permanent document for the homestead, then it is now hoped that this court session will provide a third decision.

By same make-up find also society under on September 16, 1752, between Olof Andersson and his brother-in-law Salomon Jonsson in farm as and now by Olof Andersson into for the law was acknowledged.

Decision

Because Olof Andersson has now acknowledged the people’s rights before the court, having been partially involved in depending on it.  Therefore, having reached an agreement to bring it before the spring court session in 1756, the farm in Sellsved is entered into the land register.  For neglecting to appeal,  Olof Andersson will be fined one silver daler.

Nils Essing later sold his farm to A. W. Burman, and the purchase agreement was:

Farmer Nils Essing and his wife Brita Andersdotter have through this bill of sale dated October 13, 1761, which is now cordially confirmed in friendship by Citizen Olof Bedin as well as the forenamed Nils Abrahamsson in Hjerpen and Jon Nilsson in Segerdahlen, made available to the mine director and chief sergeant(?) Mr. Abraham Wilhelm Burman the farm and its croplands as well as Sölfsweds own occupancy for 420 Riksdaler.  But Essing is allowed to use it this year, and for this reason the purchaser is allowed the final decision on the affected farm.

Nils and Brita moved westwards, and first settled in Segerdalen, and the records are as stated here:

At the district court a document was received with the following contents: For his Segerdahlen home property, I hereby accept the millworker Nils Essing as a tenant with the following conditions, namely:

1. Near the shallow bay west of Sandbäcken, Nils Essing receives permission to build a farm and cultivate land and clear meadow, as much as he is able to maintain.  He and his wife are given this tract between Sandbäcken and Anjesjön for their lifetime, as well as the hay rights west of Stråtjärn.

2. Nils Essing no longer pays me eighteen Riksdaler annually and no longer puts forth one days work in the spring and one days work in the fall on my woodland.
3. Nils Essing no longer receives from Per Andersson some pasture space that they had used on the homeplace in common.

4. Along with Per Andersson, Nils Essing may fish in Anjan and Kallsjön.

5. After the death of Nils Essing and his wife, this farm is to go to such of Essing’s children that make payment for the valuation of the house and improvements.  Essing’s children may then make a new contract with my successors for the farm, if they so desire.

Since this has been hereby certified as correct by the signatures of the present witnesses of district citizens Olof Bredin and Nils Abramsson in Järpen, it will be put in the recorded minutes for the sake of independent proof.

Government Order

The government official at Westernorrland made a decision on Israel Edenmark’s petition for 30 years of tax exemption and other privileges which according to the law are allowed for new builders which included the new settlers Jöns Forsström, Anders Norberg, Nils Essing, and Petter Bergqvist and their project for new building improvements of 1 acre or 1/6 estate tax for each  from Anjan’s up to the national border,  Judge Jonas Berg, a government official, entered his report concerning this which was released to officials in Sundsvall on March 2, 1771:

From the nature of the contract language I have gotten enough information to learn that my predecessor in office on March 16, 1765 had given mine director Buhrman some assistance with one of those saw machines and that he was able to plan four new buildings, each on 1 acre, along the national border on the other side of Anjan Lake, under terms of a 25-year exemption from property taxes and a 10 year savings on personal taxes and on the duty paid on cattle.  However, the mine director was not able to prevail upon anyone to give the same reduction instead of the allowed tax liberty on personal property which had been granted under government notification of December 9, 1766, up to now involved by degrees for the visitors Jöns Forsström from Backsjön,  Anders Norberg from Mählen, Nils Essing from Bollstan, and Petter Bergqvist of Sågen on the location of the buildings along with suitable taxable land chosen, which cannot yet be relied on to accomplish the improvements with less than 30 years of tax exemption allowed with more encouragement by government decrees for the contents of the planned new structures. 

I have come to ponder on these changes in written content.  And all the time these new construction opportunities are located in the mountains along the national border, whether to expect some benefit cultivating fields, whether there will be a warm summer and the grain will ripen, or is it primarily for livestock.  It appears that up to now no one wanted to plant under the conditions stated in the above resolution of March 16, 1765.  For that reason I consider it reasonable that likewise the farming conditions may improve.  Then Jöns Forsström, Anders Norberg, Nils Essing, and Pehr Bergqvist from and including the present year may enjoy 30 years of tax exemptions on their farms together with Ln King Combs College the right from government decree of April 4, 1770 concerning the privileges for settlers on government land.   These are to be received the second year from the government:  

Two barrels of good quality rye, and also for the next six years to be excused from all military service, and from personal taxes of name(?) every stomach to feed and since some of them have more than four children under 15 years of age, for each and every one over that number to receive one half barrel of  good quality seed until their youngest reaches six years of age. 

Written this year and date.

Camrerarne forge’s honorable Mr. Eric Sparman’s request to the copper works to construct a new building on Djupsjö rental land and farmers Joh. Ranklef and Pehr Bergström settled there,  along with Jon Danielsson and Olof Carlsson in Brattäggen and also Carl Carlsson and Olof Andersson in Hook and Kall’s Parish is hereby revealed:

Resolution

As previously mentioned, tenants of Brattäggen and Krok in 1758 had obtained legal approval from the records of October 14 berd year; after which because of an investigation already made, the so-called Djupsjö Point, which is on the lake across from Djärfhögen and under 20 years of tax exemptions with one half acre of arable land together with some worthless land in the area has as well as manor house established a levy of 6 loads of meadow hay and 2 loads of autumn hay; except several locations at the Blåwiksmyran access, where it was set at 27 sledge loads, besides some sufficient flatlands grass, up to 3 miles from the cattle pasture of the farming concern, and where the farmers later on were found not having completed their petition, but also whereof, investigations of permission, citizen Bedin and two other men who were named, were given in the presence of concerned parties.

From Västernorrlands Land Office A IIIa:6  (September 8, 1775)

About the investigations and particularly certain points that were especially brought out, I have been concerned on the nature of that.  About the new building construction, I find that I am properly informed of Essing, whose new building is located on the west side of lake Anjan on a point or promontory.  It occupies the westernmost point on this lake, moreover, by Rö Lake Water; along with the new building’s property, qualified on-board star, for rent, one torrfisk (dried freshwater cod).  Along with the new building, Forsström receives the so-called Back Lake, which is ¼ mile long , and is found to have its own location on the north side for a farm, together with some net locations on the south side, across from the lake creek, which runs into the farm land, and which together with three other small streams is called Ott Lake, have to rent for one torrfisk.  Whereas the Mo and the people from Nedergården, are maintained at Storfjärden and Skråpfjärden with one pound of torrfisk yearly rent; and villagers at Hierpens ninta?

The remaining, without access to sections of Anjan Lake’s Storfjärd receive a duty of ½ pound torrfisk yearly, which is tax rental paid from and during the next year and in the future; while on the contrary, the former rent, paid for these streams was 1 sp 24 sm disappears the year and date formerly written.

The government order for Western Norrland District Court(?) concerning smelter Olof Melldahls through plant inspector Er. Ax. Sparrman made an investigation to find out about the share of the new building construction in Kall’s Parish, which was previously owned by Jöns Forsström; whereof the government bailiff issued an opinion on the place from the residence of the county governor at Hernösand on April 6, 1791:

Whereas Jöns Forsström of Anjan’s and Kall’s Parish agreed in a transaction on February 9th of last year and it was put down in the records of the district court on the same day.   This revealed the situation about the residence shares of the new construction for Olof Meldahl, who himself had provided residence for the men, Mårten Olofsson’s of Äng and Jon Gunnarsson’s of Nedergården, sufficient security for this purpose.  And therefore Melldahl, according to testimony of the government official, would have been aware concerning diligence and farming ability.  I carefully considered regarding him as a resident of the previously mentioned share of Anjan’s new structure under the conditions and advantages there of diligence and work place improvements, so that this share was within the conclusion of the freedom years on complete solid condition.  And therefore release the defendant from the planned tax suit. 

The year and date stand as written earlier.  

On behalf of Gustaf’s and Carlberg’s copperworks management, their representative, the farmer Per Nilsson from Wären Norway, receives a guaranty for the millworker Nils Essing’s newly cultivated lant at Sundet with Segerdahl’s tax privilege, about which he: 

1. Establishes an annual obligation to the landowner in Segerdalen of 18 Riksdaler and two days work.

2. Annually transports from Digernäset to the Husä smelting house for the needs of the copperworks 10 stigar coal, each stig is (?) 12 barrels.  As long as Per Nilsson fulfills these inviolable conditions, together with taking care of and preserving the improvements on the other buildings as required by law, so he may safeguard himself with the tenants and the property thereof, by right from the land owner of the copperworks.  Also he has the privilege of freedom(?), that which before has been enjoyed by the smelter workers.  It is ordered that the entrance shall be close to our house, and to our land as well, so that Per Nilsson will be looked after.  And should it happen that some landowner denies this farmer’s position that, according to the contract which Nils Essing had, then Per Nilsson’s responsibilities will be as set down here.  

As well as the landowner of the establishment in the same proportion, according to later agreements that are changed or diminished.

Sellsved on December 2, 1771

Afterwards the farmer Per Nilsson gave up the contract with the copperworks concerning the cropland and making use of the farm at Sundet, so herewith it is now accepted that farmer Per Andersson is able to make use of the farm for the coming year and until disposition is done under the following conditions:

1. Per Andersson must pay the landowner for the basic legal agreement of 18 Riksdaler.

2. He must annually bring 5 stigars of coal from Digernäset to the Huså smelting house without payment. 

3. The croplands must not be discontinued at (?).  It is an obligation for Per Andersson, for at least three weeks each summer, to tend the cattle on this farm and also to continue pasture farming.

4. Then later the Works will make a second arrangement concerning the farm, if Per Andersson should legally relinquish it.  The Thomas’ Mass followed the removal without (?).     The time for moving will be shortly after Valborg’s Mass.

Company Farm 181 in Huså, was first inhabited by Samuel, who had it for 10 to 12 years. Afterwards his brother Johan had joint possession of Farm 179 for 15 years.  Samuel’s brother Hans was a copper refinery worker by occupation, and later he moved there to live. Hans’ widow lived there until 1858.

On this farm 2 cows, 5 sheep and 5 goats were born, and ¾ of a barrel of grain and 1½ barrels of potatoes were planted.

Afterwards the family lived on Farm 30, which was cleared of branches and roots by the miner Erik Johansson Bock in about 1744. He lived there until about 1765 and he was succeeded by Jonas Hedman, then Eric Sullen, then Samuel with his family, then Lars Larsson, and then Jon Mahlberg. 

Johan Skjutare occupied it until 1771, then Joseph Bergqvist occupied it until 1784, then miner Nils Essing received it.  He was succeeded by Nils Hjerpe, who occupied it until 1849, lämnade farm to former mine manager, then the mine sheriff of Gustav's Mine, Per Löding.  He was succeeded in 1853 by mine manager of Bjelkes Mine, Johan Petter Lalander, who occupied it until 1878.

Nils Essing agreed in 1812 with the following inspection of the farm.

Two cows, six sheep and six goats were born on the farm and the annual seed was 3 bushels of grain and 11 bushels of potatoes.

In 1765 copper refinery worker and metalworkers met in Semlan, because of some unknown conflict with company management. That year most of the Semlan employees went to work in Norway.

Erik Elg, with two completely grown sons, brothers Johan and Samuel Ridderberg, as well as with smith worker Olof Tjernström.  Because Samuel Ridderberg had a larceny upon his conscience he preferred to stay away from the reach of the Swedish Law, when the remaining workers came back to work.

Edberg sells his farm in Edsåsen to Pär Olofsson in Stamgärde in 1788:

For everyone who sees this contract or hears it while read, I, Pär Olofsson Edberg of Edsäsen, hereby knowingly release and sell my land and current home in the town of Edsåsens consisting of ½ acre of taxable land  No. 1 in village, to farmhand Pär Olofsson in Stamgiärde for an agreed upon purchase amount of seventy two (72) Riksdaler 32 coins, which sum shall be paid to me in full within four years hereafter. P.S. On August 1, 1784 became gentlemen Pehr Olofsson Edberg in Edsåsen and Olof Jönsson Wängström in Järpen taken to Sexmän by general Parish voice.

Per 0. Edberg purchased a home in Rista from Pehr Nilsson.

With a request for legal processing this sale and bill of sale is given:  

I, Pehr Nilsson in Rista sell my deed to Home No. 2 consisting of one acre of land and a house to farmer Pehr Olofsson Edberg in Edsåsen, for his access next spring, for the agreed upon purchase amount of two hundred sixteen (216) Riksdaler 32 coins.  The sum is paid in this manner by Edberg for my subsistence needs of 130 Riksdaler and the remaining 36 Riksdaler 32 coins to me in October of this year, which will help support my father, the jailer at Duved’s border customs office.  My father, Nils Råå, shall receive this for his Lifetime Rights, according to our agreement of  February 10, 1789.  Also, my wife Anna Ersdotter and I shall enjoy the following privileges during our lifetimes:

One small field near Stormästarbacken with the raft lying around there; the east fence of the farm, to cultivate a small grove area east of the millroad, the fence south of the river, along with an old barn still there, cropland cultivation rights in Gunnilwallen, the barn thereon, the mule pasture for the cattle that Pehr Nilsson feeds in the winter time, along with Edberg’s cattle, both near, detached from the estate, as well as the grove to use as a shelter south of the farm, the bath house, the mill and the right to fetch water from the well.  After the death of Pehr Nilssons and his present wife, the house and property which they used, without compensation, goes back to the original property.  Should Pehr Nilsson depart through death before his wife, she shall enjoy the same care from Edberg including essential living conditions, wood, and warmth.

We declare that we on both sides are satisfied with this transaction which takes place in Rista on February 14, 1805.

The content was acknowledged by buyer and seller, which later with an attached letter dated October 3, 1791, shows who would definitely be the owner.  It provided conditions concerning joint heirs, that they should be considered the nearest entitled, for a stated value of sixty Riksdaler redemption costs in the event Pehr Nilsson is not able to retain it.  This reservation, nevertheless, is found to be relinquished once more, according to the court records of January 23, 1800.

And now therefore of this the law according to 4 Cap 1  Jordabalken, half of the farm in Rista  No. 2, consisting of 1 acre, for Pehr Olofsson Edberg for his first summons.

Per 0. Edberg sells his farm in Rista to Jöns Olofsson of Rista.

Hereby it is made known to all that I, Pehr Olofsson Edberg, along with my wife Ingeborg Jönsdotter, release and sell our rectangular land, Farm No. 2, in Rista Village and Undersåkers Parish, consisting of one acre value dragoon (cavalry?) distance below No. 114 with the First Lieutenant’s Company to farmer Jöns Olofsson in Rista, for the agreed upon purchase amount of two hundred eighty four (284) Riksdaler in national debt money, or one hundred eighty (180) Riksdaler in bank money.  whereupon the first money as well as the final is disbursed herewith Jöns Olofsson owns to this our traded to farm as well as swara for all farm åtfölder from 1808 year beginning when people first became taxed.   I, Per Olofsson, am responsible as well for the year 1808 and for the year 1809, for öfrigt incumbent upon that Jöns Olofsson to annually constitute that foreword as caretaker with Dufed border customs Nils Råå utaf farm is commission according to his Lifetime Rights agreement of February 10, 1789, there besides to caretaker Per Nilsson and wife Anna Eriksdotter, that utaf farm owning privileges in both their lifetimes according to the bill of sale of February 14, 1805.

Therefore I, Per Olofsson, along with my dear wife Ingeborg Jönsdotter, give up the aforementioned Farm No. 2 in Rista including house, cropland and meadow, the remaining fish and fishing rights, whatever the distance may be, and make it known to all that Jöns Olofsson, his wife and children are the lawful and everlasting property owners.  Should either buyer or seller contest this transaction, the deprived party shall receive ten Riksdaler compensation.

The government decision in Wästernorrland went against Nils Jonssons and Per Anderssons in Bratteggen as well as Olof and Nils Andersson’s in Krok and Kall’s Parish.  They had made an application to become exempt from rental charges for fishing on the so-called Djupsjö, which is situated within the new Djupsjö government homestead area.  Whereupon the dweller on the affected new government estate, Anders Mårtensson, is heard and he stated, that the government decision of well trusted Pehr Lidsten with opinion depend on; gives Regional Governor’s Residence in Hernösand on June 4, 1793.  Because in the application now written he relinquished the right against a special fee to the government, had to use fishing in the so-called Djupsjö and the owner by that therein with situated own government estate Anders Mårtensson requested that the same fishing rights must be granted to him. 5. Maintain and builds farm well and respectable after law.

For the Royal Court chalet site governments well authenticated citizens Jonas Andersson, and bonded Erik Olofsson in Håf of Alsens Parish on behalf of the owner and his living at home interests.  For Piktjern’s chalet land bonded Måns Olofsson in Östbacken and settler Jacob Bengtsson from Getan.

From the adjoining villages of Hålland, Mo and Nedgård, where this forest tax occurs, they discontinue Bönderne Erik Pärsson in Mo and Lars Olofsson in Hålland, by/for Kroks town Eric Hemmingsson, Carl Larsson in Hålland and Pär Andersson, as well as for Skjällderbodernas adjoining governments rental property lay assessors Pär Jonsson in Röde, and for Rönningsbergs chalet site lay assessors Halfvard Nilsson in Rönningsberg. 

Afterwards the provision is read in the presence of all concerned persons. It requested surveyors to determine the limits of the new building and animal sheds in the woodland.
