I apologize that it's been so darn long since I've written.

First of all, everyone is healthy on this side of the family.

How are you and your wife doing?

The last time I wrote I think I mentioned taking a "brief pause" in the translation project, but I think it's been over two years now.  I haven't made any translation progress at all in that two years, so the last information I sent you is still current.

You were welcome to keep Inger's book, and I can send it back to you if you want.

I just got two recent emails from Inger.  They are:

>Hi Ron!

It was nice to hear from you. Yes, it has been long time between hearing from each other.I have reading on the school one term, and I shall have one more term. I read English,Swedish and Spanish,and it is so funny. I would like to have schooltimes some years more.

And the years before that, we had two works, so we have been VERY tired. Just now I only deliver newspapers very early in the morning. I stand up from bed at 1.30 at the night, I fetch the newspapers for 4 districts + mine, and then I deliver them, and that work take about 3 hours. We shall work 2 weeks more, then we have holiday in 4 weeks, it will be wonderful. We shall visit Rogers mother and his siblings in Åsele, as lies in Västerbotten. Then we shall visit my childhood.

My son and his girlfriend is for the time in Montreal and visit a friend to my son. They have been there a week now.

  I have ask a lady at the postoffice and she told that if I bought a box costs 350 kr,I can send 10 kg in that box, it will be the cheapest way. So I you have some you know who want a book/books, it would be fine. I can send 7 books in that box, and you can deliver the price 350 kr with each other, so it will be cheaper for you all. So the whole price will be with the box 2450 kr.

Yes, I can even send four books in that box, but I would think it would be smarter to do that I am telling you. Think about it.  And you can send now before I are travel away on holiday or you can wait 

until we are coming home in the middle of August.  I should think Ms Nickel have sister/brothers or other relatives who are interested of the book or maybe some of yours. Or another good thing. Many of them who have bought the book have give them as presents to someone.

   Yes, I shall try to help you again. I must say I have been very slow with that because of the work we has had. Can you tell me what sort of words there are, so shall I take it. Have you make the most of it?

    Have a good summer all of you.

   Is it well with Nels Nelson? Remember me to him.

And the second one:

Hi again!

We are not living at Skogsbruksvägen now, we have moved about fivehundred meters, so now the address is Splintvägen 4c  83172 Östersund

I sent Inger a bank draft for 2450 Swedish kronors.  It cost $295.95 with the service charge, or about $42.28 per book.  I'm going to sell one to Judy Nickel (a cousin of ours that I've never met that lives in Michigan) for $50 to cover my shipping.  I think that the exchange rate is better than last time.
I continue to do everything I was doing before.  I now have over 12,000 pages of history of (Griggs, Barnes, Steele, Foster) Counties.  There is still so much information available that I enjoy putting up.

I get email from all over the world thanking me for the free information.

I am involved in another translation project.  The book is Norwegian and a sample entry is:

I want to try to help, but finding the time is always difficult.

Did you ever get email setup?  I sure think you'd enjoy it if you did.
