EARLY SETTLEMENT

The first Norwegian settlers to make their home in McHenry area

Around 1863, long before North Dakota would gain statehood, the area of Dakota Territory which would later be known as McHenry and its surrounding townships was a gathering site for migrating Indian tribes in search of the snake root plant.  
In the 1890's, businessmen from established settlements would arrive here to trade ribbons, calico, sugar, and pork for the snake root, which would be shipped to the cities.  
The first white settlers in the area arrived in 1885.  In McHenry Township, the early arrivals included: Nels Melby, who settled on the northeastern corner of section 8 just south of town; Knuth Alfstad, who settled on section 4; and Mr. Bogna, who settled on section 3.  
A large number of Norse settlers were also present in the area in 1885, as is described in the book "Norwegians in America" by Martia Ulvestad.  
Translated from the Norwegian by Mrs. Paul Black of Grace City, the account is as follows:

The following were the first Norwegian settlers to make their homes in the vicinity of McHenry: Benjamin Ryum from Naerum; Tosten Elvrum from Skjordalen; Levi Sem from Telemarken; Nels Rostet from Skien; and Paul Rostad from Trondhjem.  They settled there in 1885.  
Next came H. C. Leean from Ringebo; Iver A. Elvrum, with Anders and John Dybwad from Skjordalen; Lars Helling, Alic Helling, Mikal Vebjornsen and Helga Vedbjornsen Hauge (also called Williams), all from Hollingdal; Martin Borgen from Smaalenene; Tollef E. Thompson from Tebmarken; A. Sandvold from Tolgen; with John, Cornelius, Hans and Christian Ryum, from Naeroen.  
The wheat crop is the country's leading agriculture product.  Cooperstown, 24 miles away, was the new settlers' nearest market place.  
"Here I shall write down a true story of what happened to us the second time we went to visit our homesteads, " writes Hans E. Leeam.  
"It was in the middle of November 1886, that Torsten I. Elvrum, Levi Sem, Hans H. Moen, Iver A. Elvrum and I went together with a horse team and wagon from Blanchard in Traill county, west to Glenfield, Foster county, planning to stay a few nights in that area.  We had provisions for three days, when we left Cooperstown, which is 24 miles from our claims.  On the night of November 18 we all met together in Torsten Elvrum's shanty in order to leave the next morning to go back to Blanchard.  
"But during the night a terrible storm blew up from the northwest, such that the snow blew in between the boards of the shanty.  We could hardly get to the little sod stable, which was almost snowed under.  
"Our provisions were almost gone, and we divided the last crumbs in the evening.  We had no wood or fuel, no water, and no food except about a peck of small half-frozen potatoes, and a cup of salt.  
"Yes, the night of the 19th of November came, and the storm even more fierce, so that we were afraid the shanty would blow over.  We were hungry and our spirits also began to sink.  We all had fur coats, so we clothed ourselves and all went down in the cellar and lay down side by side on the bare ground.  
"Naturally, we couldn't sleep, because we expected that any movement the shanty would blow away, and we would be snowed under.  
"On the morning of November 20 it was even worse, as it snowed and blew without a pause.  We held a kind of meeting, and the outcome was that we would either have to try to find neighbors, or die on the prairie.  At about 10 a.m. the wind swung to the northwest, and according to our reckoning, by going with the wind, we would, in an hour and a half, come to the home of two Americans.  
"Iver A. Elvrum, who was 60 years old, sat in the wagon to drive, while the four of us went ahead to find the way.  We found no trail-only the bare prairie.  We went with the wind and finally came to a breaking (or plowed field).  We followed that, and came to the Americans and they had no food either.  They were ready to leave, as we were, but the weather held them back.  But they must have had a little food, because they declined to go along with us.  There was nothing for us to do but to keep on going.  
"By using the wind as a compass we kept on our journey, and at about 12:30 in the afternoon we came to the home of another American who lived there with his family.  The wife put on the potato kettle and the frying pan and also the tea kettle.  Our appetites must have been good, because it cost us each 35 cents.  
"After we had rested awhile the storm began to abate and the sun came out.  Now we would see the huts here and there, and since there was no room for us here, we had to go out again.  At about 5 o'clock in the evening we came to the home of a German, where we stayed overnight.  
"It took us exactly six days to go 75 miles back to Blanchard since we had only a wagon to drive and there fell so much snow.  "

The following spring all went back to their claims, an (.  most now have good and beautiful farms.  
The above story tells only a small part of the trials of the early settlers, but it will have to be enough.  It was the beginning of a good end.  
The arrival of the Knude (Kanute, Knute) and Guri Melby family in Foster County in 1888 greatly influenced the early settlement of McHenry.  
Knud Olson Rudi Melby, born in 1844, and Guri Kristiansdotter Melby, born in 1844, both in Valdes, Norway, had 10 children.  The last child, Oscar, was born, near McHenry, March 7, 1890.  
The sons were all known by their initials:.  Oklahoma, KK, MK, OJ, CK, GK.  The K stood for Knudson, and the J stood for Julius.

On June 21, 1890, Knud Melby established an inland post office at his farm east of town on the Avis and the late Richard Lowe farm.  He also purchased land in the northwest quarter of secion 8 of McHenry township, which is presently owned by James and Maxine Stage.  
In 1899, the post office was moved to the McHenry townsite and an attempt was made to change the town's name to Melby, which failed.  
A compromise was reached when it was decided to name the first school after Melby when it was formed in 1890.  
The Melby family lived in Foster County for six years (1888 - 1894) before following the Soo Railroad construction to Wells County and the Manfred community, where Knud and Guri died in 1927 and 1921, respectively.

Postmaster Alfstad has had instructions from the poi, office department to move the Melby post office into his new building in town, and he has acted accordingly so that now mail is received at and sent out from his place in the town.  This saves the citizens here a two mile walk each week.

The Railroad-Then & Now

McHenry was established in 1899 on Section 5, Township 147 N, Range 62 W of Foster County when the Northern Pacific Railroad extended the line from Cooperstown.  
The town was named in honor of E. H. McHenry, the Northern Pacific chief engineer in charge of the construction into the new townsite.  He was also the designer of the Northern Pacific trademark, which is of Chinese origin.  
The railroad track came into McHenry September 30, 1899, and the first train rolled into town on October 26, 1899.  The railroad was an important incentive to the attraction of settlers and business.  McHenry experienced a building boom and by 1900, 34 businesses and about 200 people were here.  The town also became a major shipping

center for grain and cattle.  
The comings and goings of travelers, the shipping of local products, the arrival of goods and supplies, and the telegraph service made the depot the "heart" of the town.  At one time, there were two daily trains coming into McHenry, one freight and one passenger.  The passenger train made a return trip to Valley City each day, while the freight crew remained here overnight and returned the

The depot photo was taken in February 1902, by Elliott W. Hunter (August 5, 1869 -September 4, 1963), a highly respected assistant to R Jay Haynes, the official photographer of the Northern Pacific Railroad and later, Yellowstone National Park.  Haynes was hired to provide photos to promote the settlement of the West and to document the growth of the railroad and the land it crossed.

Editor Percy Tubshaw of the Griggs County Courier, had the following first impression of McHenry as he took a trip along the extension in 1899.  
Another ride o f between eleven and twelve miles brings us to this place which is at present and probably will be for many years the terminus of the branch.  The first thing that attracted our attention on alighting from the train was the pretty two story depot erected by the company and which will be occupied by Agent Kelly and family.  We next saw the familiar figure of Maynard Crane jumping around like a bear on hot bricks trying to wait on a dozen customers at one and the same time.  Crane and Johnson have a fine lumber yard at this point with substantial buildings and we are told they are selling lots of building material.  C. S. Smith, of Montevedio, Minnesota, also has a yard at this point.  There are three large elevators at this point and seeing that this is a new country none of the three will get rich this year buying wheat.  H. H. Bateman and Co. , of Cooperstown, are putting up a substantial drug store and will equip it with a druggist of many years experience in addition to a complete and up to date stock of drugs and notions.  We understand that Dr. Carpenter of Tower City, will locate at McHenry.  A neat bank building has been erected by Carrington parties, and we found Joe McCulloch and his crew busy building H. S. Halvorson and Co. 's large hardware store.  We dropped into a general store and diving down into a barrel was just pulling out a quarter's worth of nice Greenings when were told to "drop that oyster" by the genial Dick Howden, who is doing good work for C.  T. Whidden.  Mr. W. is in a temporary building at present but has let the contract for a large and substantial store building.  There are other stores, restaurants, livery barns, etc. , and we notice that our townsman Adolph Nordhougen has put up a blacksmith shop.  McHenry has grown wonderfully and new lines of business are being opened up every day.  There is not much settlement around the country yet, but we are told that the town will have a large territory to draw trade from.  Editor Williams was out goose hunting so we did not pay our respects to the Tribune.  He is getting out a good paper for the town and seems to be appreciated.  We believe McHenry and the other town on the extension will develop into good business points and it is a marvel to see the improvements o f a few months.  The railroad company has a thoroughly equipped road and the pushing through of this branch, while taking trade away from Cooperstown, will greatly develop the northwest part of our country by bringing in new settlers.

Instead of building a turntable at McHenry, the railroad constructed a turnaround loop covering about 40 acres of land.  The loop and sidings were finished October 6, 1899.

Train crew on the passenger train waiting at McHenry's depot for the return trip to Sanborn.  
The first depot agent was G. H. Kelly, followed by William Suydam, L. G. Pravitz, Smith, and A. M. Midgley.  "Midge" pictured at work in the old depot, was the agent from 1921 until his retirement in 1968.  When Midge started as agent in 1921, he claimed the best paying position on the branch at 660 per hour and an apartment over the depot where he and his family lived.  
On March 18, 1941, after one of the worst blizzards in history, a double header Russell snowplow derailed in a snowdrift two miles east of Mose, inflicting serious injuries on two crew members and minor injuries to a dozen others.  As the train plowed into the drift, the plow turned, breaking a rail and the locomotives landed criss-cross on the rails.  
I REMEMBER. . .  
One favorite winter activity in 1941 was crawling through the snow tunnels up by the depot, thanks to the Midgeleys who dug through the hard snow to make a maze of connecting tunnels.  There was no danger of the tunnels caving in since the snow was hard as ice.

Jake Peterson, assistant agent at the N. P. depot received a handsome new Oliver typewriter last week.  It is a good machine, battle ship size with extra wide carrier, and he is very proud of his new instrument.

The depot was a scene of activity in 1948, when the agricultural demonstration team from the North Dakota Agricultural College in Fargo visited McHenry.  Ole Parson's dray team is on the left.  
In 1959, a new and smaller depot replaced the old depot, which was purchased by John Aarestad, Sr. , and torn down by Clarence Leir and some of the lumber was used to construct the Aarestad Museum.  
The last regular Burlington Northern train on the loop was on May 5, 1981.  John Aarestad had adjusted the track switch days earlier so that the train would start around on the south side first, thus avoiding the sun for taking pictures.  
McHenry last train left May 5, 1981, as it transported the depot to Cooperstown, North Dakota.

It has been more than a week since McHenry has had any mail service.  IT-ester Dreher drove his team to Binford to pick up the mail brought there by truck.  February 21, 1946

The Galloping Goose, McHenry's passenger train in the 1940's and 1950's, made its last run from McHenry, June 22, 1961.  
The railroad was a major contributor to the economy of McHenry by attracting new people and businesses to town, and by providing area farmers and ranchers with a means of transporting their crops and livestock to other markets.  But as the years passed, the decrease in population and other economic factors caused railroad officials to re-examine the rail service, eventually dropping it from 2 trains daily, to one train daily, to three weekly, and then a discontinuation of passenger service entirely in 1961.  
In the early 1960's, Burlington Northern merged with the Northern Pacific and continued freight service for another two decades, when the decision was made to abandon the line.  
On April 19, 1982, the taking up of the railroad tracks began with the first rail being liftedjust eastof Highway 20 on the east side of the city limits.

The train has not been in McHenry for some time and Frank Lucht is swamped with cans of cream and no way to get it to the creamery.  McHenry is so isolated by snow drifts that there is precious little for the men to do but play pinochle.

McHenry Loop Association & Railroad Museum

In 1982, as the Burlington Northern Railroad began lifting the tracks from Binford to McHenry, a number of our citizens became concerned that the loop would also be lost.  
On February 12, 1982, the McHenry Loop Association was created with the primary goal of saving the end of the line turnaround loop, the only such loop in existence in North America.  
The railroad first offered the loop and the tracks west of Highway 20 for sale at a price of $82, 205, but after ten months of persuasion and persistence by the association and its spokeswoman, Avis Lowe, the "Loop lady, " Burlington Northern agreed to lease the right of way to the City of McHenry for $1 per year and gave the trackage as a gift to the community.  
Since that time, the Loop Association has dedicated its time and resources to building a facility that preserves the railroad heritage of this community and of our country.  The loop has also been placed on the North Dakota and National Register of Historical Sites.  
The Loop Association acquired its engine in August 1982 for $500 from the Ladish Malting Company in Spintwood, North Dakota.  In late June of 1983, Burlington Northern gave the group an original Northern Pacific caboose.  
The snowplow, added in 1984, was bought for 10¢ a pound ($825) in the Jamestown junk yards where it was to be cut up and sold for scrap.  
In 1987, the site gained the Glenfield depot for $1 plus moving costs.  The building is home to railroad and regional objects of interest, and includes a waiting room, an office, and a freight room.  
A speeder car house containing hobo carvings is also found on the site.  
The Loop Association and Railroad Museum continue to offer visitors of all ages a unique opportunity to experience a bit of the past by providing rides and tours throughout the summer.

Because of its 57, 000 pounds of weight (each set of wheels weighed 6000 pounds), the caboose was transported to town in two sections.  Myron Birkeland of New Rockford hauled in the top portion and Luveme Hoyt brought in the bottr rn section.  Burlington Northern provided the crane used to lift the caboose.

On July 9, 1983, the railroad loop at McHenry was formally dedicated as part of the centennial celebration of Foster County.  
One of the day's events was the re-enactment of a train robbery with the calvary coming to the rescue.  
Each year McHenry hosts Hobo Day, an event inspired by the hobo carvings found in the speederhouse.  The celebration features a hobo slew supper and fry bread, train rides, and fun and games for kids of all ages.  The photos below are from Hobo Day 1998.

Zee, who had been in town for about 5 weeks and was intending to bring his family here, was talking German to a stranger when Ryan interrupted.  During the ensuing conversation, Ryan fatally shot Zee in the heart.  3.  Whidden Grocery Store: C. T Whidden built the next building as an addition and called it the Comer Store, using the first one as storage.  Whidden, also the undertaker, sold groceries, furniture, clothing, and caskets.  The building burned about 1913.4.  Farmers & Merchants Bank: Mr. Neimeyer was the banker and chief magistrate.

The first school within city limits (upper right), the Walsh Hotel (middle of the right side of the street), the Noonan Grocery Store (4th building on the left), and F. R. Cruden's portable elevator (bottom left) were major assets to the growing community.

The buildings on the left are: Famer's & Merchants Bank, Whidden & Howden General Store and storage building, the Pioneer Restaurant, Anton Jensen's Store, Colonel Kraft's barber shop, Erik Alme's confectionary store, and the Walsh Hotel.  The right side buildings are: Bateman Drugstore, H. S. Halvorson Hardware (still standing as Sherman Lillethun's store), the harness shop, and the Gerhardt Meat Market.

On Wednesday of this week McHenry and vicinity welcomed this year's first train of new settlers.  The colony is from Holstein, Ida County, Iowa, and is made up of seven families.  They left their Iowa homes over a week ago and were on the road until 2 o'clock Wednesday.  They came on C. M. and St. Paul to Oakes, and from there on the N. P. the rest of the way.  
They are Herman Delfs and family, John Paulson and family, Thomas Knuth and family, Herman Arothfoch and family, Fred Johannsen and family, William and Charley Pewe, and Herman Quistorf, 34 persons in all.  With the exception of one, these families have newly purchased farms all within six miles south of town.  
They brought 9 cars of freight-household goods, farm machinery, hogs, fowls, 32 horses, 20 cows, and nearly everything else that will be needed on the farms for some time.  They are all experienced farmers and a welcomed addition to the country here.  Herman Pewe, who was expected to come with the party, was detained on account of sickness.  There are other colonies due to arrive here later on.

If the person who took Postmaster Alfstad's revolver from the shelf in the back part of the post office will return it, no questions will be asked.  Otherwise, a criminal action will be instituted.  November 15, 1900

Building on the left side include: Campbell Real Estate Office, a clothing store, The Farmers & Merchants Bank, and Howden General Store.  The right side includes a lawyer's office and a drugstore.  The H. S. Halvorson elevator is in the background.  
In the early 1900's, trains bringing immigrants to settle this area and beyond were quite common in McHenry.  This group of early settlers, thought to be new immigrants, appear to be sending a message to those they left behind that they had arrived safely, and were on their way to their new homes.

At 4 o'clock this morning an alarm o f fire was sounded which gave warning to our citizens that the worst fire in the history of McHenry had begun its work of destruction and ruin, and for a time it looked as though the entire east side of Main Street was doomed.  It was with considerable difficulty that the citizens were aroused, owing to the hours of the night, when everyone was in deadly slumber, but the firemen were not slow in getting to their various stations after being aroused and as soon as connections were made with the chemical engine two large streams were playing on the flames.  The wind was blowing a terrific gale at this time and it seemed as though the streams were having but little effect, but by a kind act of Providence the wind took a sudden turn and begun blowing in an easterly direction which is the only thing that saved the entire town from being a heap of ashes and ruins.  
By 6:30 o'clock the flames were well under control which gave relief to many whose property and homes were in its path.  
The fire started in the M. F. Noonan General Store, and its origin will, no doubt, forever remain an unsolved question.  
The buildings destroyed were: M. F. Noonan's Generai Store, store rooms, and living apartments, which were over the store.  The entire building ulth its contents

are a total loss, which are estimated at $15, 000.  Insurance $7, 000.  
E.  J. Horn's building, formerly occupied by Orie Kever as a restaurant, total loss placed at $2, 000.  No insurance.  
John Malmstad's office and living apartments.  Almost a total loss.  Insurance $400.  
The McHenry Tribune printing plant and living rooms.  Loss $8, 000.  Insurance, $1450.  
The Husher building, occupied by Reeter Bros.  as a restaurant, partly consumed.  Loss $1500.  Insurance $800.

This fire gives the city fathers some lessons as to a few improvements that should be made in the manner of fire protection.  New hose are badly needed and it might be well to not overlook some other matters that must be attended to in order to insure the safety of our town and its citizens.

Opera House burns

On October 23, 1909, McHenry experienced a major loss when the Opera House burned to the ground.  The Opera House, built in 1900, and located where the present Town Hall now stands, ran north and south and was the site for a great number of community and entertainment events such as masquerade balls, vaudeville acts, banquets, and silent movies.

The people of McHenry were startled at about 3:30 on last Saturday morning by the harsh notes of the fire bell and it was found that the opera house was a mass of flames.  Just how the fire originated will no doubt remain a mystery.  The second story apartments were used as living rooms by F. A. Trembley and family and they barely escaped with their lives.  Mrs. Trembly was first to awake and was startled to see smoke issuing from the ceiling of their sleeping room.  She immediately aroused Mr. Trembley and taking one of the children and he the other started for the rear stairway but found it all aflame.  They turned back and hastened to the front stairway and managed to get outdoors just as the flames began licking the walls of the hallway.  Will Hildthbrant, who was also rooming above the opera house was entirely cut off from the stairway exits and was forced to jump from his bedroom window onto the roof of the adjoining building about fifteen feet below.  On the main floor and just in rear of the opera house was the harness shop of Ben Hendricks which was also destroyed together with the entire contents.  Mr. Henricks estimates his loss at about $700, and unfortunately, had no insurance.  It seems the fire started somewhere under or back of the stage and it had gotten great headway before being discovered.  The building was entirely destroyed and the Free Press building and Attorney J. F. Faytle's law office and living rooms adjoining were badly scorched and the only thing that saved these was the hard and persistent work of the fire boys.  Fortunately very little wind was blowing at the time.  Manager Wassenberg valued the building and interior decorations and fixtures at $5, 575.00 and was insured for 3, 500 and the insurance adjustors have already fixed the loss, paying Mr. Wassenberg $3, 164.  Plans are already under way to erect a new, modern and up-to-date building to replace the one destroyed.

3.  Our Savior's Evangelical Lutheran Church: Founded in 1901, the name was later changed to Our Savior's Lutheran Church.  
4.  Congregational Church: Erected in 1901, by George Randolph, it held classes for grades 4 - 6 after the school fire.  The building was later purchased by Our Savior's Ladies Aid and remodeled for use as Aid Parlors and a Sunday School.  
5.  Melby Special No. 15 School: Built in 1909, by Henrv Bergum, it was destroyed by fire in

time, was owned by Albert Turk.  
7.  Livery Stable: Charley Benson, proprietor, came with his family to McHenry in 1899.  
8.  Blacksmith Shop: Carl Bostrum established this shop in 1900.  
9.  Standard Oil & Dray Line: George Schretenthaler owned and operated these businesses.  10.  Dr. LeBein's home: After Dr. LeBein's death in January 1933, the house was moved to Cooperstown.  The Catholic Church is now located on this site.

The first photo, taken in 1956, shows the town's third and second post office buildings.  After the present post office was opened, Bob and Therese Christiansen purchased and remodeled the old post office, creating The Place, which was used for many community activities.  
On April 19, 1984, the old Whalen drugstore was demolished.  The building had also housed the offices of Drs.  LeBien and Kleiin during the 1920's, 30's, and 40's.  In the late 40's, Reynold and Doris Koloen operated a dry cleaning business here and had living quarters upstairs.  
Originally located south of the old fire hall, the jail was later moved to the Arthur Olson property on the west side of town.  
The A. M. Midgley (Hans Peterson) home, the old fire hall, and the town pump, located just west of the John Aarestad (Carl Bostrom) home were sites used by many residents as a source of water.  Once part of Bostrom's blacksmith shop which burned down, the pump received its cement base and additional pipe as part of a WPA project in the late 1930's.

Editor's Column: F. C. Potter, general manager of the chain of Crane-Johnson lumber yards was in McHenry the first of the week.  Mr. Potter came to McHenry 20 years ago about the time the first trains put their appearance in McHenry, being then manager of the local lumber yard and was so affiliated with the company here for a period of ten years, after he was promoted until he was awarded with the affix to his name of Gen.  Mgr.  He stated to the writer that in all his visits to the various yards none have for him the heart felt meaning as do the visits to McHenry, having been here so long that the town really seems like home to him.  
He stated that when he came here there were seven business houses in the town and six of them were "Blind Pigs" -we presume however the seventh was the lumber yard-and it was some berg, and that at times he had as many as ten cars of lumber on the track at a time and an almost continuous stream of lumber going onto the wagons to be carted to the farms for many miles in all directions, as there was a large trade territory in those days, to put the improvements on the farms and many of the same men are today trading in McHenry.  She is a good town yet and, as Mr. Potter stated, to see the town and community divert from a lawless, untamed state of condition to a modern civilized community awaken within a man the feeling that he really had some part in the actual making of a community and that he is not a "Man Without a Cauntry.  "

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AGRICULTURE THROUGH THE YEARS
Lush prairies, different soil types, affordable land prices, and railroad accessibility were a few of the factors that

Through the years, the face of agriculture has changed, from the size of the machinery used and the types of crops and livestock raised, to the ways that the farmer and the farm family have had to adapt to remain in the rural areas.  
Many factors such as low product prices, uncertain trade policies, unfavorable weather conditions, and high production costs has required farmers to explore other agricultural options.  
For decades farmers planted the usual grains of oats, wheat, barley, rye, flax, and corn.  While these crops are still plentiful, many farmers now plant acres of soybeans, canola (an oilseed crop used for cooking oil), sunflowers, potatoes, dry edible beans, crambe (an oilseed used for industrial oils), and vegetables, such as peas, carrots, onions, etc.  
Livestock producers, who traditionally raised cattle, sheep, hogs, dairy cattle, and horses, now find new markets emerging in the production of poultry, exotic animals such as emus, goats, llamas, and bison.  In nearby New Rockford, the North American Bison Cooperative, a member-owned bison processing plant formed in 1993, expects to reach their full capacity of 10, 000 bison a year in 2000.  
Unfortunately, some farm families have discontinued farming, choosing instead to work for other farmers, to retire, to rent out their land and commute to jobs in larger cities, or to leave the community, all of which have had an impact on the small town.

In 1900 there were three grain elevators in McHenry.  Four more were constructed later, which made McHenry a major grain shipping center.  The town had the distinction of being known as the "Flax Capitol of the World" since more flax came from here than from any other shipping point.  
Grain managers over the years were Hammer, Halvorson, Welsh, G. Mansfield, R. Cruden, Shannon, Anderson, Nicoll, Horn, A. Jensen, Ludvig Leir, Leo Overbeck, and Alfred (Bus) Anderson.  
Pictured above is the second elevator owned by the Dutte Grain Co. as it appeared after five days of construction on August 13, 1909.  The company's first elevator was destroyed by fire in 1908.  FR.  Cruden, the manager, was at the Nerby farm when he spotted the fire, and returned to town in time to save just a few items from the safe.

FE.  Bauer was the proud owner of the oxen team shown in this 1907 photo, taken in front of Herman Olson's store, pictured in the wagon, left-right, standing: Col.  Craft, Tom Hoggarth; seated, John Gerhardt and an official of the Coca-Cola Co. , name unknown, who was in the area to buy land and asked to be in the picture with the impressive team.  Bauer, who allowed no one to come near the team, bought oatmeal to feed the oxen when he came to town.  After Bauer's death in June of 1910, a check for $7800 from the sale of his homestead (the future site of Juantia) to the Dakota Townsite Co. was found in his personal belongings.

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The Howden & Nicoll General Merchandise Store sold groceries, furniture, clothing, and caskets.  The Pioneer Restaurant, built in 1899 and owned by Martin O'Brien, was a combination restaurant and pool hall.  G. Woodwick was the cook here.  Albert Turk operated the restaurant later.  
Filo Henssler and part of his battery powered radio station built in his home in 1930.  The station covered a radius of 50 miles and operated during the winters of 1931 and 1933, with local people taking part in the programs.

Finn Dunham and Jack Shannon started the first telephone company in 1899.  The first office building also housed a three lane bowling alley.  John (Jack) Nicoll later purchased and enlarged the business.  Molla Nicoll, Hannah Stafford, and Edith Gluesing were first telephone operators.  
On February 12, 1919, the McHenry Telephone Company was secured by the Griggs County Telephone Company, under the management of Harold Brown, and was rebuilt under the management of Harold Brown, and was rebuilt with the first buried lead cable in the system.  The cost of the new McHenry construction, rebuilding, and repair of the switchboard was $3, 106.24, serving 25 business telephones, 40 residential, and 75 rural telephones in the McHenry system.  
In 1925, Emma (Gunderson) Leir began working as an operator in McHenry.  She worked at the Cooperstown office until 1929, and resumed her work at the McHenry office in 1940, staying until the conversion to dial phones was completed in 1957.  
Changes in the economics and technology of the telephone industry necessitated the construction of a new exchange building along Highway 20, which was completed in October 1974.

It would be one job that John Aarestad would not be too eager to have to do again, however, it had to be done.  
There were others who were waiting for a job also.  To fill the ice chamber on the top of the walk-in cooler would require two people in the store building, one in the ice house, and one to move the ice around on the ground.  Also, someone was needed to drive the vehicle to raise the ice to the second floor.  Years later, one of the workers involved was asked what he received for wages for the job.  His response, - "Oh, smoking tobacco, and I was glad to get it.  "

My brothers and I were happy that we could ride back and forth with our dad and his Model A Ford Roadster.  The car was purchased from Harry Lynn of McHenry and later sold to Jay Wellman.  Some of the pieces of this car are still around, having been made into a trailer.  
In the picture, John Aarestad, Sr. is driving the car.  Elton is standing on the running board and is watching how to drive the car.  Burton is up by the spare tire to watch and figure things out.  John, Jr. is inside the car, being kept track of.  
Ice was put up in the winter and stored in the ice house with sawdust around it to act as an insulator.  Much of the ice came from Lake Juanita and Round Lake.  Fred and Ralph Wallbridge were some of the people who cut the ice in blocks and hauled them to town.  They lived near Lake Juanita.  Sometimes John Sr. would use his 1928 Graham Bros.  truck (still in the family) that he had purchased from King Bruns Auto Co. 
The wooden barrel and spout by the building was for the water from the melted ice.  Several ladies would come and get the soft water to use for washing clothes.  
One time, a young man, who was on top of the rust colored building with a telescope searching for Halley's Comet, accidentally backed up too far and fell into the water barrel.  
John Aarestad, Sr. installed a new mechanical cooler compressor in 1936.  It was one of the biggest improvements he could ever have made.

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Postal Service History

In April 1900, the first mail was received in McHenry.  At first only second through fourth class mail was received.  Knut K. Alfstad, the mail carrier, was the first postmaster from 1899 - 1902.  Later postmasters were: F. R. Cruden 190207, George Mansfield 1907 - 11; John Faytle 1911 - 13; WO.  Lowden 1913 - 16; RD.  Cannon 1916 - 26; RR.  Cruden 192633, and Richard Leahy, who began in 1933.  Edward Swanson was postmaster in the late 1940's-mid 50's.  
Rural Free Delivery began in 1908, with three routes 26, 32, and 34 miles in length, respectively.  The first carriers were Carl Erbech, Rte.  1; Earl Vahn, Rte.  2, and Tote Tasker, Rte.  3.  Later carriers were Harry Prescott, En-dl Saint, and Dave Berg.  
The present post office building was opened in 1962, with postmaster Wayne Bergan, who retired in 1982.  Other postmasters have been: Donna Halvorson, Wally Krueger 1983 - 85; Paul Hyndman, and Eunice Papenfuss, August 1985 -present.  
Dorothy Johanns was the first clerk, followed by Luella Ellingson, 1967 - 82.  Therese Christiansen was sub clerk from 1967 - 73.  
Postmaster replacements have been Annola Black, March 1982 -December 1982, and Sherrile Larson, January 1983 -present.  
Art Olson, Marcel Saint 1947 - 78, and James Stage 1979 - 90 have served as mail carriers, with Caroline Anderson 1984 - 90 as the associate carrier.  
In 1990, the route converted to highway contract status.  Lola Leir, November 1990 -May 1991, and Marvin Miska, May 1991 -present, have been the contract carriers.  
The Town & Country Grill, the result of a great deal of community volunteer work opened its doors on August 20, 1976.  Cliff and Grace Grafsgaard were the first operators followed by Janet Brandt, who volunteered her services for a year.  Later the Grill was managed by a committee of community members.  Currently, Darlis Short is the manager.  
Dick Bartlett purchased the septic tank cleaning business from Stephen Fintoski in 1972.  "The Honey Wagon", nicknamed by Bob Christiansen, still services the rural areas.

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School Days
The roots of McHenry's educational history extend back to the spring of 1890, when the Melby School District came into being.  
The first election for school officers was held at the home of Ole Melby, April 29, 1890, with Knude Melby, Knude Alfstad, C. Rogne, and Ole Melby forming the first school board.  
Ellen Clarel was the first teacher and the Melby and Alfstad children were the first students in the first country schoolhouse located south of McHenry.  According to early settlers, there were a few other country schools scattered around the district.  
McHenry village opened its own one-room school, known as the Country School, in 1899 on the outskirts of town.  The first teacher was Joseph Ellingson, who later became the husband of Gertie Bjorgo and the father of Lannes, Robert, Sherman, Custer, and Ellsworth Ellingson, Dora Delfs, and Shirley Bergan, all life-long residents of McHenry.  
This schoolhouse was located near the southeast corner of Florence Township on section 22 - 147 - 63.  It was taken in the fall of 1911 by a horse and buggy photographer from Iowa.  Students are: Back, L-R: Frieda Pewe, Juanita Frankline, Carl Pewe, Ora Poling, Lena Breck (teacher) ; front: Ella Pewe, Audrey Posey, Aubreg Oman, Roy Posey, Joe Posey, Bill Brown.  
In 1902, a new two-room schoolhouse, (below) with enrollment of about 50 students, was built in the sou west part of town.  This building was moved to Main Str seven years later and was enlarged to become the Opt House (Village Hall).  
The second village school, built in 1909, by Her Bergum at a cost of $35, 000, was a brick building which on the site of the present school building and was knoas "Melby Special No. 15, " pictured at the left.  
This building contained a full basement for recreati lavoratories, janitor room, and a workshop.  The first fl, had four classrooms, and the second floor contained assembly, the science room, the 8th grade room, an library-office combination.  
Pearl Greb (Farnsworth), pictured above, presented this school soi nir to her students (listed below) in 1914 when she taught in a cou school in Paradise Township.

In the early years, only two years of high school were offered.  Later, three years were offered until 1919 - 1920, when the fourth year was added.  Winnifred Fitch and Florence Dierdorff were the first students to graduate from McHenry High School in 1920.

McHenry School burns In $50, 000 Fire; All Books, Supplies Lost

Blaze Broke Out at 3 A. M. Sunday, Incendiarism Is Suspected; 150 Students Return to Classes Soon.  
The McHenry public school, a two-story brick structure, was totally destroyed with all its contents in a $50, 000 fire that broke out at 3:00 o'clock Sunday morning.  
The cause of the fire is unknown, but McHenry people believe it was either deliberately set or was due to carelessness on the part of some trespasser.  A fire marshal arrived in McHenry Tuesday to investigate the case.  
The school has 150 students, 50 of them enrolled in the high school.  
Still Owe $18, 000

The loss is a severe blow to the school district.  The building was built in 1909 at a cost of about $35, 000, and the value of equipment, supplies and furniture was estimated at close to $15, 000.  Total insurance carried on the budding and contents was $33, 000.  The district still has a bonded debt of $18, 000 of its original $30, 000 bond issue.  
Every McHenry family with students there was a loser.  All students, from the first grade up through high school, buy their own books and nearly all these books were destroyed.  
Supt.  Hildor Braa had left the building about midnight Saturday.  People who were out in cars drove past the building as late as 2 o'clock and noticed nothing wrong.  Mansfield Lier discovered the fire about 3 o'clock as he drove into town.  Started in Basement

The fire centered in the basement at a considerable distance from the furnace room.  When the firemen first arrived the flames filled the stairway leading from the boys' basement playroom and had reached the front windows at the main entrance.  Gas and smoke filled the building and prevented anyone entering.  
Supt.  Braa tried to climb up the outside fire escape to save some of the office records from the top floor, but was pulled back down by the bystanders.  
When a window was knocked in, the glass blew into the firemen's face.  The fire crew got a hose line on the fire but the blaze was out of control, and finally they were compelled to turn their attention to the Ludwig Lei; house across the street and directly in the path of the wind, where sparks and chunks of burning wood were landing on the roof.  
Wet Down Other Roofs

Volunteer bucket crews carried water to wet down the roofs of other nearby houses threatened by sparks.  The Rothfork house, in the block adjoining the school, was slightly out of the path of the wind but was getting occasional showers of sparks.  
McHenry Tribune

School began in the new building Monday morning and both teachers and pupils wear the smile that won't come off.  Miss Hazel Calden, who has been teaching the Culver school and is also in the

McHenry has no city water system and gets its water supply from private wells.  It has a water storage tank and a 'booster' pump at its fire hall, and the firemen used their fire truck to run a hose line two blocks from the fire hall to the school house.  
A basement window that had been nailed down by the janitor was found pried open, at the time the fire broke out.  The building was in good clean condition and had been approved Sept.  20 by an insurance department inspector who checked the building and its electric wiring.  There had been no furnace fire since Friday night.  
School Starts Soon

At a conference of school board members and teachers Monday, plans were made to start classes the week of October  9, for the 150 students.  
The intermediate grades will be in the Ladies' Aid hall; the primary grades in the Congregational church; the 8th grade upstairs in the fire hall, and the 50 high school students in the village hall.  
An emergency supply of books and equipment has been ordered.  They will use tables, chairs and borrowed school seats and any equipment they can buy cheaply or borrow, until their plans for the future die decided.  It is impossible to erect a new schoolhouse before winter sets in.  Supt.  Braa reports that school will continue under difficulties, but there is a wonderful spirit among the students and the teachers and all of them will work hard to carry out a good year's work in spite of their great handicap.  Lost Fine Building

The students lost one of the finest school buildings in Foster County.  It was a brick building about 75 feet square with two stories and a full basement.  Its basement contained two recreation rooms, a storeroom, coal bin and furnace room.  The first floor contained four grade classrooms, two lavatories, and a large hall and cloak room.  Half the space on the second floor was taken up by a large high school assembly.  Other rooms on this floor were two high school classrooms and the combined library and office.  The school was located in the southeast corner of town near the highway.  
Lost with the building was the Legion Auxiliary library of 500 or 600 volumes, chiefly fiction, which was used as a school and a public library.  The school lost a good reference and text library.  Between 8 and 10 typewriters, owned by the students or loaned to them, were destroyed.  
Teachers Lose Property

Supt.  Braa estimates his personal loss at close to $200, including his typewriter, a radio, a new moving picture camera and all his private books and records.  All the school records were burned, but the county superintendent's office has a record of all high school credits, 7th and 8th grade credits, attendance records, and annual final reports for all the grades.  
Melby district, has been transferred to the new building as has been given the little tots of the 1 & 2 grades.  This arrangement will afford satisfaction all around and give Miss Kercher time to do justice to her upper grade pupils.  
December 2, 1909

On October 5, 1939, the McHenry School, which had an emrollment of 150 students at that time, was destroyed by fire.  The building and its contents, valued at $50, 000, was declared a complete loss.  
During the period of the school's rebuilding, which was complete by a W. P. A. crew composed mostly of local men, students attended classes in churches and village halls.  
The McHenry school lies in ruins after the destructive fire of October 5, 1939, which did $50, 000 damage.  
The other teachers, Ben Jaskoski of Velva, Ted Oberg of Kintyre, Claire Thuring of Aneta and Cleo Halvorson of Pekin, lost their personal books, records, music and other items.  Ms Oberg lost a $60 set of encyclopedias.  just a few days before the fire Miss Halvorson's room had received a set of 30 new reading books.  
Of the $35 profit from the Sept.  29 school carnival, Supt.  Braa had taken $15 to his home and left $20 in bills and silver in a metal cash box in his office.  The box was found in the ruins with the silver melted and the bills charred.  The money has been sent to Washington, D. C. for replacement.  
Among the students, a typical loss was reported by the Bernard Short family which has six children in school.  They paid about $25 for books, work books, school supplies and typewriter rent.  
Earl Heinson lost a typewriter he had paid $29 for, and Irene Jones lost her typewriter.  
October 5, 1939

Benefit Carnival October  13 for the McHenry School

A fire benefit party will be held next week to raise money for books and emergency supplies for the 150 students at the McHenry school.  
Friday the 13th is the date they chose.  McHenry was left without a school house, without books, and without equipment of any kind when their building was destroyed in a $50, 000 fire Sunday morning.  
Carnival, Gifts Bring $300 to McHenry for School Books, Supplies

Classes Began October  17 After Two Weeks Forced Vacation; School Board to Decide on Building Plans Soon.  
Carnival receipts and cash gifts totalling close to $300 are reported by the McHenry school, after their fire benefit party on Friday the thirteenth.  
Hundreds of visitors attended their carnival and spent money liberally.  Expenses haven't all been paid yet, but the profit will be well over the $200 mark.  Cash gifts of $5, $10 and up to $25 came from business men at Fargo, Carrington, Cooperstown, and McHenry.  
Carrington Crowd Attends

Carrington sent about 30 carloads of customers to the carnival Friday night, 18 or 20 of them tnrcelling in a caravan.  Carrington merchants sent 38 gifts for Bingo stand prizes, and the Deede loudspeaker equipment was used for one of the Bingo games.  The Carrington school band played several concert numbers for the crowd.  
An expression of thanks to the people of Carrington was sent to the Foster County Independent by the people of the McHenry community, the students and the teachers.  They want to heartily thank Carrington for the donations, far their presence at the carnival, and their spirit of goodwill.  They are grateful to the junior Chamber of Commerce which arranged the caravan, and to the Carrington school band.  
Big Program Furnished

McHenry furnished a big evening's entertainment for her guests.  There were two Bingo games, a dart game, a ring-tossing game, two penny-tossing games and a mouse game.  The mouse game was a particularly big hit with the crowd.  The lunch stand alone took in $75.  The evening ended with an auction sale of all the remaining prizes; and a big benefit dance.  
The carnival money will be used for encyclopedia sets, books and other supplies for the McHenry school.  
Orders have been rushed thru for strictly necessary supplies-chiefly textbooks and blackboardsto start classes again next week; but the youngsters and their teachers face a dismal year.  
They hope to get the patronage of all their neighboring towns and schools at their fire benefit party October  13.  They will furnish stunts, carnival stands, concessions and game to entertain the crowd at the town hall.  I f the weather is warm there will be outdoor stands on the streets.  They plan an evening carnival, but they may arrange an afternoon show as well.  
Their carnival will open at 2 o'clock in the afternoon and continue through the evening, ending with a dance.  All profits go to the school.  
October 5, 1939

Classes started Tuesday, October  17, after a forced vacation of two weeks.  The primary grades are in the Ladies' Aid hall, the intermediate grades in the Congregational church, the upper grades in the fire hall, and the high school in the old movie hall.  
Rough Equipment Installed

The two weeks have been spent setting up heating stoves, budding tables and desks and doing emergency remodeling in the new class roosts.  Tables and chairs are being used for most of the students.  McHenry workmen built the tables out of lumber, making each table large enough for four students.  Folding chairs are being used.  There are a few seat and desk sets borrowed from other schools, and these have been divided up among the rooms.  A big order of text books arrived on Monday, and other books arrived on Monday, and other books are arriving from day to day.  
The school board has been busy inspecting school budding plans and visiting nearby school buildings.  They hope to start work on the new school house early in the spring.  The district can get WPA labor and some allowance for materials on its new building.  Ordinarily, on such a building, the federal government plans to pay about 453'0 of the cost, this 45% including the money it spends for WPA wages.  McHenry hopes to start the budding early in the year in order to finish it by the end of the fiscal year, June 30, 1940.

7th Grade Students Receive Study Grant

In June of 1976, McHenry teachers Betty Pound and Jeanne Hoyt supervised 9 seventh graders (Sara Wallace, Joanne Anderson, Cindy Hoyt, Michelle Beauclair, Kyle Frappier, Doug Stangeland, Curtis Twedt, Terry Short, and Robert Short) on a 5 day study excursion across NorthDakota as part of a $535 mini-grant the school received to help students improve their knowledge of the state.  
The group visited the sites of Bonanzaville, Butler Manufacturing, the Jamestown buffalo & museum, the science department and planetarium at Valley City State College, the capitol building and state museum in Bismarck, Lincoln State Park, Theodore Roosevelt Park, the Chateau De Mores, Medora, and the Garrison Dam.  
Upon their return, the students demonstrated an 89.3% increase in their knowledge when compared to the pretest results shown before the trip.  Bulletin boards, written summaries, and a scrapbook were also compiled as a result of their travels.

Churches
Before the town churches were organized, many of the pioneers held services in their homes.  Visiting ministers would also hold services, baptisms, funerals, and weddings in the school, the opera house, or other town sites.  In

the early 1900's, there were four churches in McHenry: 
the Congregational, the Episcopalian, the Catholic, and the Lutheran.  
The Congregational Church

The Congregational Church, McHenry's first church, had its beginning in December of 1899 when Rev. E. S. Shaw of Cooperstown held several organizational meetings.  In March 1900, Rev. W B. Powell held services in the old schoolhouse in the southeast comer of town, in O'Brien's Hall, and later in the new schoolhouse.  Meetings in February and March of 1902, organized the church and approved building plans.  The Congregational Church, which was dedicated on November 12, 1903, with Rev. Klaxon as its first pastor, closed in the 1930's.  
The Episcopalian Church

The Episcopalian Church, which was located in the southwest part of town, included the Vinings, the Mansfields, and the Willoughbys as its early members.  Later, as the membership declined, the building was sold to the organizers of the Catholic Church and the Episcopalians met in their homes with ministers coming from Jamestown.  
The Norwegian Lutheran Church The Bethlehem or Norwegian Lutheran Church was organized in 1903 and was located in the central part of town.  Charter members were: S. J. Severson, C. Benson, Hans Pederson, John Grafsgaard, K. J. Alfstad, Andrew Nerby, Hans Leean, Herman Olson, and John Malmstad.  The last pastor in 1912 was Rev. Dybvik, when the church disbanded.  In later years, the building was purchased by Our Savior's Ladies Aid and remodeled to be used as Aid Parlors and Sunday School.  
The Sts.  Peter and Paul Catholic Church was first served by Father Bruenagel, a mission priest from Sanborn.  In 1912, the parish bought the Episcopalian Church building.  The first priest was Fr.  Kleiden and the organizers of the early church were F. R. Cruden and John Faytle.  Other early members of the parish were the families of M. Zimmerman, A. Johanns, D. Leahy, Rose Martin-Hughes, A. LaMotte, G. Schretenthaler, M. O'Brien, Lohman, Brodshaug, Greb, Lucht, Wm.  Westerhausen, E. Breckheimer, A. Midgley, and W. Breckheimer.  
As a mission of Jessie, Mass was usually offered twice a month because of travel difficulties and the three or more parishes that the priest would serve.  
The church was destroyed in 1943 by a storm, and Mass ::

St. Peter and Paul's Catholic Church

was celebrated in the movie hall and in the school gym.  Monthly potluck dinner began then, and continue today.  In 1947, after building materials were again available after World War II, a church in Sutton was purchased and moved to its present location, to which a sacristry was added.  
An addition of classrooms, a dining room, a large entry, and two bathrooms was constructed in 1970, with parishioners doing most of the work.  
Throughout the years, McHenry has always been a mission with no resident priest.  Priests from Sanborn, Jessie, Tolna, Carrington, Cooperstown, and now New Rockford have served the parish, which presently has forty families.

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Our Savior's Lutheran Church

In 1901, Our Savior's Evangelical Lutheran Church was founded.  Later the name was changed to Our Saviors Lutheran Church of McHenry with Rev. John P. Oien serving as the first pastor.  
Founders were Anton Jensen, Knuth Peterson, John Clave, Eric Alme, J. W. Ellingson, Theo.  Ellingson, Martin Berg, and Anton Bjorgo.  
Pastors from 1910 - 1979 were W. A. Larson, Thomas Haugen, N. Wangen, Skaar, Ordahl, Overgaard, Borlaug, G. Aamot, A. Norum, D. Brekhus, D. Gabrielson, and F. Norlien.  
The construction of the present Our Saviors Lutheran Church began in the fall of 1961, with the formal dedication on September 9, 1962.  
In 1980, Pastor Harold Ovre began the intern program at Our Saviors with Stewart Fankhanel as the first intern.  He was followed by interns VanVechten Crane (1981), Mark Kolbo (1982), Cheryl Berg (1983), Dan Forsberg (1984), Gregory Hager (1985), Bradley Bray (1986), and Esther Kuhre (1987).  
A west side addition, which was dedicated by Bishop Preus on November 13, 1983, provided the church with more entry room and wheelchair accessibility.  
The Dreher family donated a house in 1984 that was remodeled by the membership and the council to be used as a vicarage for the interns.  In 1989, the home was sold to Robert and Clarice Somerville.  
Pastors serving during this time included Harold Ovre, Marvin Keene (1985 - 88), David Fretham (1988 - 91), and interim pastor Ruby Wiles.  
The Gethsemane Lutheran Church, a member of the three point parish, closed its doors in 1987, with its membership joining other congregations.  
Rev. A. O. Borlaug, who served as pastor from 1943 - 1965, continued to live in McHenry until his death in 1970.  His son, Donald, was baptized and confirmed by his father, and was the only McHenry boy to enter the Lutheran ministry, being ordained June 12, 1955.  Donald passed away in August, 1998.

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Our Savior's Lutheran Church

In 1991 - 92, several Lutheran churches and one Presbyterian church in the area were without a pastor.  Through the work of local church leaders, the Eastern North Dakota Synod office, Bishop Wesley Haugen and asst.  Bishop Dean Larson, the combined parish of Tri-County Ministry was formed.  It includes the ELCA congregations of Cooperstown, Hannaford, Binford, Sutton, Glenfield, Grace City, and McHenry and the Presbyterian congregation of Cooperstown.  
Lead Pastor Carell Foss was hired on June 3, 1992, to organize the staff that would be needed to serve the large parish.  Members of the first staff included Bonnie Foss, Eric and Pam Hulstrand, Pastor Elwyn Nisson, and several lay people.  
The Tri-County Ministry has provided a Sunday service in each church, a youth pastor, a visitor pastor, and each church has retained its own Sunday School.  The confirmation classes were conformed by the school districts, Griggs County  and Midkota, and the youth groups meet individually as well as an entire parish.  
The 1995, Pastor Gretchen Diers and intern Sheri Lodel replaced Pastor Nisson and intern Matt Dollhousen.  James Perkins and John Damien, two interim pastors, and intern Leon Zavadill joined the staff in 1996.  
Pastors Harold and Carol Luecke began their service in 1997, and lay pastor Deborah Lunde and intern Raymond Bransteter joined the parish in 1998.  Theresa Fiebiger and Maureen Rostberg are the secretaries for the parish.  
The "gifts" program, which includes several people who have done extensive studying with the lead pastor, provides assistance to the' parish as needs arise.  
The Tri-County Foundation, created in April 1997, is a fund developed to enhance the future of rural congregations of the Tri-County Ministry through charitable, religious, literary, or educational support.  
Each church in the Tri-County Ministry maintains their own building and budget.  Our Savior's of McHenry has a twelve person council, a very active women's group which holds an annual supper every September and assists the church in many other functions.  A Sunday School meets from September to May as well as a short summer session.  The men of the church also serve an annual "Harvest of Helping" supper in October for the benefit of the Lutheran Social Services.

McHenry Fire Department

The McHenry Volunteer Fire Department was first organized in May 1906.  The men nominated for office were: Dunham-Fire Chief, Sundam-Assistant Chief, Rachel-Secretary, and Blocker-Treasurer.  The first election of officers was held in December 1906 with John Malmstad-Fire Chief, James Greb-Assistant Chief, Rachel-Secretary, and E. H. Korfhage-Treasurer.  
There were 20 members at that time, including: J. M. Wassenberg, R. Howden, O. Mobeck, G. Greb, J. Sunon, S. McQuat, A. Lowden, H. Olson, J. Doughfman, Carl Bostrom, F. Potter, R Trembly, J. Greb, E. Korfhage, A. Rachel, H. Halvorson, W. McFadden, G. Schretenthaler, J. Malmstad, and J. Willy.  
Other members in 1910 were: J. Howard, C. King, J. Knable, E. Alme, J. Larson, H. Spickler, T. Small, E. Thurlow, H. Anderson, L. Greb, S. Patterson, A. Anderson, E. Anderson, F. Cruden, J. Ruttle, H. Bergum, D. Best, and O. Sanstad.  
The first fire hall, a two-story building built in 1906, contained the vehicles, pumper-hose carts, and trucks on the first floor with a meeting room upstairs.  The meeting room, with its papered walls later covered with fancy tin work, was home to the 7th and 8th grades after the school fire in 1939.  
The first floor also held the town District of Columbia electric light plant, 2 engines and 2 dynamo generators, which was once operated by Herman Runge.  Located just south of the fire hall was a small building used by the hall caretaker and as the city jail.  
The first fire equipment, which still participates in parades, was a portable pumper and the hose carts.  The pumper was usually pulled by dray teams, with $5 being paid to the first drayman to respond to the call.  
On December 1, 1924, Gunder Nelson suggested that chemical tanks be mounted on a Ford chassis.  Carpenter Joseph Greb built a wood platform and Oscar Mobeck did the blacksmith work as the two soda and acid tanks and a ladder were mounted on a used Model T Ford car.  The tires were filled with foam rubber to help carry the load and to limit flat tires, making this the department's first vehicle useable for rural calls.  
After the hotel burned down in 1947, the Model T Ford was deemed to be inadequate for such a fire, was retired, and eventually sold in 1952.  Later, John Aarestad, Jr. purchased the truck and restored it for parade use.  
In the mid 1950's Si Hoffman and Richard Lowe traveled to Louisiana to drive back to McHenry a government surplus Chevy firetruck with a front mounted pump.  
Presently, the department has three trucks and a pickup housed in the fire hall which was erected in 1973.  
The old clanging style fire bell, with its mournful and alarming sound, was replaced by a siren alarm in 1950.  In the early days, funds for the fire department expenses were received from basket socials, dances, and suppers.  Today the department has contracts for fire protection with the townships of McHenry, Paradise, Cherry Lake, Florence, Larrabee, and half of Columbia.  
Contributions are also made by the City of McHenry and the state of North Dakota.  
Today's fire department has 25 members with LuVerne Hoyt-Fire Chief, Richard Aasand-Assistant Fire Chief, and John Aarestad-Secretary, Treasurer.

McHenry's First Fire

Last Saturday evening the village of Mr-Henry, which is now over five years of age, witnessed its first fire which is a remarkable record that few towns of its size can boast of.  
Saturday evening as George Schrefenthaler, the drayman, returned to his house on Wilsey street, he discovered that the inner mom of the same was one mass of flames.  He at once gave the alarm and in a few minutes a large crowd had gathered with buckets of every description.  All hopes of saving the house were at once abandoned, and the united effort of the crowd was turned to saving the livery barn which stood to the south and within about eight feet of the house.  
By a united and heroic effort the barn was saved, although the wind was in the northwest and driving the flames directly against the barn which was several times on fire, but which was as often extinguished by the bucket brigade.  
Cart Bostrom, who lives next on the south, moved his household goods into the street well knowing that if the barn should burn his house was doomed.  
Geo.  Schretenthater's loss on building and contents is estimated at nearly $1200.  
G.  G. Merritt, who was living in part of the house, lost his entire stock of household goods which he values at $600.  
The house was insured for $600, leaving a total toss of $1200, which comes as a heavy loss to both parties.

The first row occurred in the Dick Bowers shack and was a sort of catch-as catch-can affair, in which Sam Smouse caught Dick between the optics on the height of the nasal promontory striving to wipe that member off the map.  The next was Dick's and he caught a sugar mug and let drive.  It came in contact with Smouse's mug causing a sweet looking effect upon the same.  Then following a sort of sympathetic strike in which "Black Jack" and M. Evfu took an active part.  
Arrests were then in order and as soon as the doctor can patch Bowers and Smouse up they will appear in court.  
As usual a woman was at the bottom of it.  States Attorney Leslie put in an appearance and something will be done.  
Fire Notes The boys fought fire like trained veterans.  
Thirty below and the pumps would freeze whsle in operation.  
If the chemical engine had been in working order, the house, no doubt, could have been saved.  
This fire was not so bad, but let us watch out for the ones to follow.  
Mrs. J. P. Oien rendered valuable assistance to the boys by keeping the pump at her place from freezing up and taking a hand in operating the same.

In the late 1980's, a grant was received to add a meeting room and a kitchen to the ambulance building.  The service added a pager system in 1991 through grant money and donations.  
Over the years, there have been several volunteers who were first aiders and EMT's.  Presently there are twelve active members.  The current officers are: Sue Bakko, captain; David Briss, lieutenant; Louise Becherl, secretary; and Patty Hegvik, treasurer.

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If their efforts to obtain a Post home, the Legionnaires raised money by raising flax on rented land from 1952 - 56.  Members raised enough funds to build a quonset on Main Street beside the memorial honor roll.  The Legion building was used for Legion meetings and other community functions. The groom is a former resident of Thunder Hawk, South Dakota, a vetern of World War II, and the brother of Mrs. R. C. Babcox of Lemmon, South Dakota The wedding service was read by Rev. G. C. Warinner, pastor of the Methodist church of Baker, Montana and Mrs. Babcox were the attendants.  
The wedding climaxed' a romance that had its inception one day while the groom, then attached to :the 433rd Signal Corps Battalion, was standing guard duty in Fontaine.  Acquaintance grew into something very much deeper.  When Mr. Wallace was sent with his unit into Germany they had promised to wait until the war was over.  The pretty school teacher continued at her desk in Fontaine.  Every opportunity a pass presented itself, Mr. WaUace spent his free time with her.  
The war ended.  In October 1945, Mr. Will= returned to the United States.  Miss Pallet was to foliow as soon as passage could be arranged.  One delay ran into mtha.  The patience of both was sorely tested.  Finally 15 months later the last annoying detail was cleared away.  Miss Paillet sailed from Gotheberg, Sweden March 28 on the famous Red Cross prison ship, Gripsholm, now in Atlantic service.  Mr. Wallace met her in New York eleven days later.  They cane directly to Lemrrmn arriving here April 10.  
Mrs. Wallace speaks four languages including English.  Her mother and two brothers in Fontaine are in the government service.  She likes America and its people.  The things that impress her most are the vastness and quietness of its prairies.  She is sure she is going to enjoy life on the fine farm home near McHenry which her husband has prepared for her and to which they will go soon.  
Like thousands of other American soldiers who found rest and comfort in Belgian homes during the war, Mr. Wallace insists they are among the best people in the world.

McHenry Airport

In 1947, Glen Ecker, a McHenry businessman, established a small airport south of town across from the Barlow road on land currently owned by Charles Aasand.  
Ecker, a self-professed "bush pilot, " owned and piloted a single engine Aeronca 7AC plane.  Many of the World War II veterans who were under the G. I. Bill could use their elibility for flying lessons, which were popular in the post-war years.  
Ecker added another Aeronca 7AC and a Stinson 150 plane to the school, built hangars, constructed runways to qualify for "flying school" certification, and hired two certified flying instructors to complete the school project.  
The instructors were W. C. (Bill) Platt, a World War H Air Force pilot from Minneapolis, who had flown night fighters and Polly Foss, a World War H pilot from Devils Lake (Penn) who had flown P- 38's and had been shot down over Burma during the war.  
Douglas Ramey, a Navy instructor during World War II, later replaced Platt.  
Camp Grafton South

Camp Grafton, located south of Devils Lake, has been the training center for the North Dakota Army National Guard since 1894, when federal law conveyed the wooded tract to the state of North Dakota.  
The increase in the amount of water in Devils Lake and the additional reliance that the U. S. Army has placed on the National Guard has required more realistic and intensive training, thus the need for additional land for training purposes.  
In the 1970's and 1980's, North Dakota Adjutant General, Major General C. Emerson Murry began a process of land acquisition for Camp Grafton South.  
Camp Grafton South, located approximately 81/2 miles northwest of McHenry along Highway 15 consists of more than 8500 acres of land in Eddy County, including Section 36 and its adjacent tracts, additional acres in Section 12, and acres between South Lake Washington and Lake Coe.  
The Major General C. Emerson Murry Regional Live Fire and Maneuver Training Center.  
The school flourished and two G. I. 's, Marcel Saint and Richard Lowe, continued on in the advanced course for "Commercial- 2nd Class Airman" certification.  Lowe continued on and operated an aerial spraying business for many years.  
The airport provided air service and served the community in many ways, especially in the winters of the late 1940's and early 1950's when roads were blocked by snow for many days.  
The airport ceased its operations in the early 1950's.  
Landowners who have leased or sold land for the development of Camp Grafton South over the years include: Archie Campbell, Russell Gilliss, Fred Olson, James Williams, Byron Langley, the Mike Roman estate, Lester Wallace, First State Bank of New Rockford, and the heirs of Anne Sundquist.  
A state of the art range complex was completed in 1997 and includes both firearm and demolition ranges.  This complex, the Major General C. Emerson Murry Regional Live Fire and Maneuver Training Center, is named in honor of the former Adjutant General who had envisioned the camp and its role in training.  
Because of the varied terrain and the wide open spaces, Camp Grafton South provides a realistic training site for field training exercises, hands-on equipment training, large weapon exercises, etc. , for the North Dakota National Guard and military training units from across the country.

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The American Legion Auxiliary

One of the most active organizations in McHenry over the years has been the American Legion Auxiliary of the Carl Bostrom Post #160, which had its beginning on February 24, 1928, when a group of wives, sisters, mothers and daughters of World War I veterans from McHenry and the surrounding areas met at the Modern, Woodman Association Hall.  
They voted to apply for a North Dakota American Legion Auxiliary Charter which cost $5, elected officers, set the annual dues of $1.50, and scheduled the next meeting in two weeks.  
By July 1928, each member had personally signed the charter, which is framed and displayed at the Town and Country Grill.  
The purpose of the early auxiliary was very similar to that of today's auxiliary-to support war veterans and the community, state, and nation.  Americanism, flag etiquette, education, child welfare, safety, and Memorial and Veteran's Day programs were also causes.  
Activities of the early auxiliary included: the purchase of books to start a library in the school; the adoption of a needy veteran to support with food, medicine, clothing, and Christmas treats, the formation of a fruit/flower fund for ill members by collecting 1¢ per member per meeting; and the assistance given to the 4 -H dubs in fund raising.  
The Auxiliary sponsored many fund raisers, such as an April 1934 party where bingo, dancing, crazy bridge, and the sale of aprons, pie, and coffee were available to students and adults who paid 10¢ and 250 respectively, to attend.  
Proceeds went to worthy causes, such as the Iron Lung and Sister Kenny funds established in the early 1940's to combat polio, the insulin fund for the sanitarium patients at San Haven, and the programs for the developmentally impaired at Camp Grassick

By 1942, the Auxiliary sponsored the St. Patrick's Day dance, remembered service men and women with cards and letters, and were assigned a child, outside of the community, to remember on special occasions.  Poppy sales for the veterans, the preparation of food baskets for the elderly, and contributions to the school fund raisers for a piano and uniforms were other activities.  
As the World War II veterans returned home in 1948, many new members joined, with granddaughters given eligibility.  Sadly, Mrs. Elizabeth Monson, mother of Norman Monson who was killed August 5, 1945, while serving in the Marines, was added as a Gold Star Mother.  
The Auxiliary continued to remember service members during the Korean War (June 25, 1950 -January 31, 1956), the Vietnam War (December 22, 1961 -May 7, 1975), the Grenada and Lebanon conflicts (1982 - 1984), and the action in Panama and the Persian Gulf (1989 - 1991).  
The Vietnam War added another Gold Star Mother with the death in 1968 of Larry Olson, son of World War II veteran Arthur Olson and wife, Dolly.  
In 1978, the Auxiliary celebrated the 50th continuous membership anniversary of charter member Anna Dybwad Lampert of Glenfield.  Others who have reached or exceeded that goal include Mae Merrick, Cleo Lillethun, Margaret Dreher, Elaine Anderson, Therese Christiansen, Helen McDaniel, and Phyllis Black.

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At this time, the Auxiliary has 55 members, 37 seniors and 18 juniors, who continue the works of the early auxiliary and participate in new causes, such as sponsoring a high school girl to Girls State, the annual refreshment and bingo party for the State Hospital veterans, contributing money for veterans' gift shops, adopting a local veteran, contributing to the Protection League for Abused Women, making visitations to the Veteran's Home in Lisbon and the Veteran's Hospital in Fargo, and awarding cash prizes for winners in the Poppy Poster contest sponsored each year in the school.  
In the 1970's, the Auxiliary typed the blood of all the local people and provided a "walking blood bank.  " In 1991, the group began its sponsorship of "Blood Donor Day" by providing cookies, juice, and helpers for the drive.  They also make Christmas food baskets for veterans and those who live alone, and serve lunch on the local "Santa Day.  "

Members continue to plan and to present the Memorial Day program, to place crosses and markers on the graves of veterans and auxiliary members, and to arrange the avenue of flags at the cemetery, which allows the families of deceased veterans to fly their loved one's service flag from 9:00 am.  to 6:00 p.m. on Memorial Day.  
The Carl Bostrom Post #160 Legion and Auxiliary meet 10 months of the year, enjoying a meal together and then separating for meetings.  A Veteran's Day supper, a Christmas party, and a commemorative birthday party for the Legion in march are special days for the Auxiliary, which continues to serve others.  
Janet Brandt, the daughter of World War I veteran Joseph Gunning, joined the Auxiliary in 1948, and was one of its most active members.  She held all the local offices, serving as the District 4 chairwoman for two years, and was elected Department President in 1987.  Janet served faithfully until her death March 10, 1988.

Cemeteries
Three cemeteries have existed in the history of McHenry: the early city cemetery, the Bethlehem Cemetery, and the Sts.  Peter and Paul Catholic Cemetery.  
In 1905, the land company and the railroad owned a tract of land west of town on the north side of the road that was eventually turned over to the city for use as a cemetery.  
Although the land had been plotted out for lots, no burials were ever made there because it proved to be too low and too wet.  
Over the years, owners of the land were Rorvig, Sam Boph, William Prescott, and presently, Richard and Erva Bartlett.  
Burials were made north of town at the Bethlehem

Cemetery, which was started by the members of the Bethlehem Lutheran Church.  It seemed to be the city cemetery after the church closed in 1912.  The Bethlehem Cemetery had its first addition on May 15, 1928, when land was purchased from Catherine and Ray Meyers.  A later addition occurred on July 8, 1975, when land was purchased from Lawrence Tufte.  
According to a governmental water survey of the state of North Dakota, the land around McHenry was once overlaid by a glacier and the cemetery area had been a sand dune in a river.  
The Sts.  Peter and Paul Catholic Cemetery was established four miles west of town in 1964, on land once owned by Stanley and Betty Smith.

The Bethlehem Cemetery on Memorial Day, 
The Sts.

Celebrations and Social Functions

The Woodman Ball that was held in O'Brien's Hall on the evening of the 9th was one of the most satisfactory and pleasant experiences both socially and financially that has taken place in McHenry this winter.  Nearly 60 tickets sold.  The dancing began at about 9:30 in the evening and continued h71 12 when everyone partook of an ea:cellent dinner at Mr. and Mrs. Lamont's hotel after which the dancing was continued into the wee small hours of morning.  The McHenry-Courtenay band furnished the music.  
March 16, 1900

McHenry Tribune

The Fire men's Ball given at the old school house Monday evening was the most decided success from every standpoint of anything attempted at McHenry for many months.  The music was fine, the floor was very good and the large crowd dancing enjoyed themselves inspite of a few toes stepped on, and the lesser mishaps.  About 71 dance tickets were sold and 68 baskets all of which brought a good price.  Total receipts were $200 and the Firemen are to be complimented on their success.  
January 20, 1909

McHenry Tribune

The dance and basket social at the opera house last evening, given under the auspices and for the benefit of the baseball boys, was a big success both financially and socially.  The "German Band" was there with its lively and catchy music which kept the merry crowd dancing until nearly dawn.  The dancing began at an early hour of the evening and at 11:30 the sale of the baskets commenced.  Bidding was good and lively and the result was a neat sum realized.  After all appetites had been appeased the music struck up with new vigor and lasted until the last dancer had left.  
The affair netted the boys a neat sum, the proceeds being about $150.  This will help them greatly in defraying expenses the coming season and a good strong team is expected for our town.  Boost for the ball team.  
March 18, 1909

For the past week McHenry has enjoyed the best skating it has seen in years.  Everybody, young and old, married and single, are to be found risking their necks on Alkalai Lake which has frozen as smooth as glass and is nearly a mile long this year.  
November 25, 1909

McHenry has joined the ranks of the progressive towns which will give their people good wholesome amusement through the summer chautauqua.  Beginning next Monday, there will be a program twice daily, afternoon and evening.  A splendid lot of talent, giving a wide variety of entertainment, has been secured through the Jones system.  In addition, several ball games are being planned for the week and a gun shoot and tennis tournament are planned.

In mailing the invitations a mistake was made in that they were addressed, solely to gentlemen.  However, all ladies are earnestly urged to be present.  
Full arrangements have been made for a pleasant evening.  The committee of ladies appointed to arrange for the banquet have provided for a tempting menu.  The hall will be beautifully and appropriately decorated and brilliantly lighted, and taken altogether will be an affair that you cannot afford to miss.  
The committee on speakers on Monday received a telegram from Congressman L. B. Hanna, who is now at Palm Beach, Florida, stating that it would be impossible for him to be present at the occasion and make an address, as he had been invited to do.  The principal speaker of the evening will be Rev. Mr. Hart, the Congregational minister of Cooperstown, and there will also be some other addresses in happy vein, reading and declamation appropos of the rife and works of the great Lincoln.  There will also be some splendid music in chorus arid solo and the rendering of patriotic songs.

Md4enry was hit by a twister that tasted less than 5 minutes at 6:30 p.m. on F;

The wind nosed, the haf hit, and the rain carm in a heavy sheet.  Trees were left with no tiaras and many window panes urn: brokn.  
In Charles Smith's yard, two trees were lifted by the roots about 11/ 2 feet out of the ground and were set back in again.  Nichol's also had a tree lifted by the roots and the wind brought to Grandma Nkhols' yard a perfectly good worktub.  Fire trees in IkCormxks yard were ruined.  The storm took Mr. Grafsgaard's garage, smashing it into his house.  The storm took the north side off Mrs. Crib's shed The ice house of C Best was laid flat.  
The funeral hearse inside of the ice house was tipped but no glass broken.  The gale took shingles on the Lillethians restaurant and broke a plate glass window in the Benson

hardware stare.  The storm then skipped to the Tom MODW5 Deep Rock Oil station, taking it into the air where it knocked the chimney off the Bostrom Blacksmith Shop.  It then struck the front of the shop taking the front oompletely out of the shop and turning the off station over, landed on the front c f the shop with the oil station upside dawn on the street.  The oil pumps and bands were undisturbed.  Mr. Moore carried no insurance on his building and it was badly smashed

The grandstand at the ball dfcanand was also smashed flat.  The storm then passed the rest of the town without much further damage.  It moved the Lutheran Ladies Aid Hall from the foundation about four inches.  The west driveway of the Great Western Elevator was moved about two feet.

Destructive Wind Blitz

Damage May Surpass Half N111ion Dollars

Possibly 25% Barns In Foster County Were Levelled; Others Damaged

POWER RESUMED AFTER BEING OUT FOR 18 HRS.  
Wind Velocity 75 - 80 Miles Per Hour; 1.71 Inches of Rain Fell

Farms of Foster County which last week farmers looked to for fulfillment of a successful harvest and livestock year today are a mass of devastation from a blitzkrieg of wind, rain, lightning and hail which swept demoniacly over eastern North Dakota Monday night, possibly hitting Foster county and an area in southeastern Wells county the hardest, and doing damage in this area which may surpass half a million dollars.  
Five persons were injured in Foster county and local insurance agencies estimate 25% of barns in the county down and wrecked during the wind and electric storm which struck here shortly after 10 p.m. Wind velocity was estimated at 75 to 80 miles

an hour and may have surpassed that east of Carrington and in the Grace City-McHenry-Glenfield area.  McHenry was especially hard hit.  
So far as could be determined, the wind blew in from the BismarckMandan area, sweeping in on Bowdon, Heaton, Fessenden, Harvey, and New Rockford where heavy wind was received.  Damage around these towns was reported far less than here.  
The windstorm reached its height in an area which began at Sykeston extending to the southeastern edge of the Hawksnest, sweeping madly through Carrington in an area east to Rose Hill, southeast to Bordulac, north of Barlow and south to Melville and Edmunds.  It ravaged the countryside northeast to Grace City and Juanita and culminated the heart of it at McHenry and Glenfield.  
At McHenry the Ladies aid hall and the Catholic Church were blown down.  Roof and north wall of the Crane-Johnson Lumber Co. was wrecked and the roof blown off the Ed Alfson elevator.  No residences were levelled but many were damaged.  Farms were hit badly with the Charley Pewe barn one of the few left standing in that area.

A storm hit eastern Foster County, the Sutton area, and Eddy and Benson counties late Sunday night.  It was a short duration, reported to have lasted 15 minutes to half an hour in the Glenfield-Mr-Henry area, where hail damage is reported.  Debris picked up from the earlier storm was scattered, trees down and branches were torn off.  At Sutton an abandoned elevator blew down and granaries going down were reported.  Several residents in the area struck by the previous storm said they took refuge in their cellars as the wind increased and stayed there until the storm was over.  They reported their houses swayed by the heavy wind.

The snowfall which began last Wednesday, March 2, ad continued early Saturday dumped a total o f nineteen inches of new snow on the area.  Accompanying the snowfall was a brisk northeast wind which whipped up gales to 50 and 60 miles per hour.  Some freakish work was done by the wind in piling the snow high inside sheltered areas.  Much of the distress on farms with livestock came when the snow blew in under shelters, packing in and closing up doors.  Many farmers had to work during the storm to keep the shelters opened enough to keep their animals from suffocating.  Cattle in feedlot pens stamped around the new snow, helping to pack it, until the piles of snow were higher than the fences, and the cattle roamed out.  
Losses were counted among many of these animals.  Many cattle died of suffocation because of their mouths and nostrils filling up with ice.

KEROSENE EXPLOSION FATAL FOR TWO

Mrs. Woodwick and daughter the victims Explosion Heard for Several Blocks.  Entire Contents of the Home Wrecked.  Bodies Burned Beyond Recognition.  Saddest

Occurence in History of Our Little Village.  
On Last Saturday afternoon occurred one of the saddest accidents that has ever been chronicled by the Tribune.  
About three o'clock an alarm of fire was sounded by Johnnie Greb who saw smoke issuing from the Woodwick residence in the southeastern part of town.  In a minutes time quite a crowd had collected around the burning building.  Mrs. Benson, mother of Mrs. Woodwick, seemed almost frantic and insisted on trying to open the kitchen door, but a few who realized the flames would get greater headway if given a draft, tried to dissuade her until she made them understand that Mrs. Woodwick and children were in the burning building.  Dire dread and confusion then reigned.  
Jos.  Greb went to the front of the building and in spite of gas and smoke, opened the front door, and hearing a faint cry, followed the sound and came upon the baby Reno, who was in the front room where he had been sleeping.  Mr. Greb rescued the child and escaped with but a slight burn on one hand.  The baby, tho quite badly burned, will recover, and is now being tenderly cared for at the home of Mr. and Mrs. P. S. Dunham.  
During Mr. Greb's rescue of the child, others were using every effort in trying to, rescue mother and daughter who were in the kitchen.  Both were finally brought out but in such a pitiful condition.  All this happened in a shorter time than it takes to chronicle but the result was dreadful.  
The mother and little daughter were burned beyond recognition and died a couple of hours after the accident.  Both were conscious a short tirne before death mercifully ended their suffering and the mother was able in a way to give some idea of the cause.  
In short it was the same old story, oft repeated, of trying to start a fire with kerosene and the explosion was the result.  Mrs. Benson was in the front room and barely escaped with her life.  
The fire was extinguished within a short time but not until everything in the building was charred and blackened.  
The fire boys were quick in responding to the alarm and certainly deserve credit for at least saving the building from total destruction.  
This sad occurrence will forever remain fresh in the minds of our citizens and especially those who were near and dear to this once happy family.

Last Sunday, at 2:30 a.m., the fire alarm roused the citizens of McHenry, from their beds, the whole town a glare of light and the Gil Woodwick livery barn a mass of flames.  It seems that the boys who sleep in the barn had been up rather late playing cards, and had only nicely gotten into bed' and not yet asleep, when the roar of the flames in the hay loft and a light from that direction of the barn gave the warning.  They threw on a few clothes, and made for the horses, which were all saved, the harness, robes, buggies, and sleighs, were destroyed.  The fire men responded to the call and did their best, but the hose was frozen and the pump seemed out of order, they were about powerless.  It was, however one of the most remarkable fires on record, whsle the wind was blowing a gale from the northwest and carried the flames and sparks in the only direction they could have been safe directed, and there was nothing to fear in the line o f setting other buildings.  In a few hours the barn was a mass of ruin.  Mr. Woodwick's loss is covered by insurance, but Mr. Dierdorf, who was running it, the loss is complete, and estimated at $2000 or better.  Dr. Lebein lost a fur coat and cutter, Anton Jenson and Anton Anderson, both lost a cow, the animals were locked in the farther end of the barn, and the door frozen shut.  It is thought that the fire originated in the loft, probably by setting fire to the hay around the chimney.  December 9, 1909

SROUFE WILL GET A HEARING Indiana MORNING

Landlord Who Shot John McLaughlin at McHenry Up for Preliminary

BEFORE MAGISTRATE PRYOR

Shooting Occurred at McHenry Saturday Following Several Weeks Bad Blood

John McLaughlin was shot and instantly killed at the U. C. T. hotel in McHenry Saturday evening at 7 o'clock by the landlord, Frank Sroufe.  The shooting is claimed to be accidental.  There had been bad blood between the two for weeks.  The shooting occurred after an altercation, in which McLaughlin was ordered from the hotel and started to go but returned to continue the parley, Sroufe rushing at McLaughlin and striking him over the head with a piece of wire bound hose which he held in his right hand.  McLaughlin then attacked Stroufe, according to the evidence brought out at the coroner's inquest, and was shot through the eye with a revolver which Sroufe held in his left hand.  Death was almost instant.  
The shooting occurred in the presence of McLaughlin's fourteen-year-old son, the only witness on the scene at the time except a dining room girl.  Sroufe was placed under arrest at once and Monday a coroner's inquest was held.  Sroufe will have a preliminary hearing before Police Magistrate Pryor in Carrington tomorrow at which a number of witnesses will be examined.  The state will be represented by C. B. Craven and the defense will be handled by E. P. Kelly and WO.  Lowden, of McHenry.  Sroufe is now, in the county jail, a complaint having been filed charging first degree murder.  The defense will be that Sroufe was acting in self defense.  
At the coroner's inquest it was brought out that bad blood had existed between the two men involved for some time.  Sroufe and McLaughlin had indulged in a heated argument a few weeks before and a gun was drawn at that time.  
just prior to the shooting, Sroufe had telephoned the McHenry town marshal to come get Mclaughlin and if the marshal laid arrived in time the shooting would have been avoided.  
It is stated that McLaug, hlin and Sroufe had had trouble over the fact that McLaughlin's wife had worked at Sroufe's hotel.  Mr. and Mrs. McLaughlin had not been living together for about two months, and a few hours before the murder, Mrs. Melaughtin had gone to Jamestown.  
Sroufe was married a few years ago to Josie Babcock, a former telephone operator here.  He has lived at McHenry about ten years.  
McLaughlin has lived there about the same length of time.  He was employed as second man at the H-H-B elevator there.  He leaves a wife and four children.

SROUFE GETS 12 YEARS FOR MANSLAUGHTER

McHenry Landlord Draws the Longest Sentence Ever Given in Foster County

BEGINS TIME Indiana PIN MONDAY

Sentence Passed Five Weeks to the Day After the Murder Was Committed

Frank Sroufe, until a month ago landlord of the U. C. T. hotel in McHenry, was found guilty of manslaughter in the first degree, for the killing of john McLaughlin in his hotel office January 24, by a Foster county jury in district court Saturday evening and his term in the penitentiary was fixed by the twelve men at twelve years, the heaviest sentence that has ever been imposed for any crime in the history of this county.  The jury was out about ten hours before arriving at the verdict.  
Sroufe later received a commuted sentence.  April 4, 1912

Peter Erickson and his daughter, Ellen, in 1937.

Recollections of an Early Pioneer Peter Erickson, born in 1860 in Ange, Sweden, lost his mother at the age of 2 weeks and came to America in 1868 with his father, a shoemaker.  They first settled near Center City, Minnesota, where the father changed his son's real last name from Swanson to Erickson, because so many settlers in the area were named Swanson.  
Peter, who had no formal education in his younger years, worked in lumber camps and on the railroad crews, which brought him to Dakota Territory in 1882.  He married in 1884 and homesteaded in his 12' by 14' sod cabin 15 miles north of Cooperstown in 1885.  
His recollections of the eleven years on this homestead included three years of crop failure due to drought (1887), gophers (1888), and frost (1889) which drove many of the early settlers into great debt, forcing them to sell their seed grain on the sly in other places in order to buy flour and provisions for their families so they wouldn't starve.  
Mr. Erickson also sadly remembered the fall of 1888 when his neighbors, the Henry Olson family, died of typhoid fever.  The neighbors took turns caring for the nine member family, but their efforts were in vain.  The pioneers made the coffins from rough lumber and wood, and buried the family on their homestead.  
In the winter of 1888, a large snowstorm hit, practically burying the pioneers in their shacks, blocking roads, and putting everything at a standstill for nearly 6 weeks.  
With he and his family nearing starvation, Peter made a pair of skis out of raw oak and skied the 8 hour, 15 mile trip to Cooperstown for provisions.  Exhausted and carrying what he could on his back, he started for home at 3 p.m. and arrived home at 5 a.m. the next morning.  By dividing up the provisions with two neighbors, the early pioneers were able to hold out until the roads opened again 6 weeks later.  
In 1896, Peter, his wife, Maria, and their 6 children moved to Eddy County to a farm 6 miles north of McHenry.  Mr. Erickson passed away November 23, 1956.

The scrap harps back several years to the time when the council issued warrants for the conversion of the old school building into the village hall.  A petition was circulated and presented to the council asking that the improvement be made.  Later a temporary injunction was secured restraining the trustees from paying the warrants.  The.  temporary injunction has just expired by limitation.  
It seems that both factions are composed of good fellows-who only disagree as to the best way to help their home town.  To an outsider it looks as if a breadth of vision is needed all around.  Certain it is that McHenry will not prosper by civil warfare.  Peace is as fine a thing for towns as it is for nations or continents.

BODIES ARE.  FOUND

Failure to Return Home as Planned Caused Search to Be Started Saturday by Friends

B.  C. PhiM, cashier of the First National bank of Md-lenry, and Harry Vadnie, druggist of the same city, were drowned Friday afternoon in Red Willow Lake, seem miles north of Binfard in Griggs county.  The bodies of the men were found by a searching party which went to the lake when Phipps and Vadnie failed to return from a fishing trip started on Friday afternoon.  The birdies were found in about sift feet of water fifteen nods from the shore on the north end of the lake.  
Mile there were no witnesses to the accident, it is apparent that the boat capsized and threw Phipps and Vadnie into the water and the latter being unable to swim was being helped by Phipps when the banker was attacked by cramps and both sank to the bottom of the lake.  
Victims Were Prominent

B.  C. Phipps who was one of the victims of the drowning accident at Red Willow Lake was born at Pay-dle, Minnesota, 41 years ago and about 14 yens ago was married to Miss Anna Hammer of Cooperstown.  1* is survived by his wife and one daughter and a son.  His mother lives at Pasadena, California, and one sister, Mrs. Drinkwater, lives at Bowbells in this state.  He was prominent in business and social chdes of the village where he has resided for the past.  ten years.  He was prominent in Masonic circles, being a member of the Cooperstown lodge

H.  R Vadnie came to Mc.  Herny about a year ago from Sanborn and had conducted the Seg fried drug store since that time.  His home was formerly at Sherbrooke, this state, where his parents still reside.  He was 23 years of age and has won a host of business and personal friends since laaagng here.  
May 10, 1917

Rasmus Eidoen, Mons Rasmussen, Matt Haven, and Thor Jensen, early homesteaders and settlers north of McHenry, were known as the "Big Four, " operating a steam threshing rig together.  
In September of 1919, Raymond Nicoll purchased a Buick car from the Pence Automobile Company of Fargo for $1621 and, with the help of Oscar Mobedk, brought his car to McHenry.  
Afoer several years of use, Ray sold the car to Charles Peeler, who later sold it to William Hughes, who used the car occasionally to deliver milk around town.  
Dale Bergan purchased the car around 1947, and later traded with Melvin Thompson for his Model A Ford Roadster.  A few years later, Dr. C. A. Iadn of Valley City, North Dakota, purchased the car and restored it in 1958.  
Years later, John Aarestad, Jr. noticed in the Hemmings MolDr News, a popular antique automobile magazine, an ad concerning a 1920 Buick roadster that was for sale by Harold Trumpy of Winslow, Illinois.  
Out of curiosity, John called Trumpy and dsoovered that he had purchased the car about 10 years earlier from a Dr. i0ein of Valley City, North Dakota 
The Buick, which had a style different from other cars in the area during the 1920's and 1930's, was purchased by Aarestad and is now at home, once again, in McHenry.  
World War II

April 12, 1917:

War on Kaiser Waged by U. S. 
The richest nation the world has ever known threw its vast resources into the world war at 1.30 Friday, April 6, Washington time when President Wilson signed the war resolution passed by the SEnate Thursday and by the House at 3 a.m. Friday morning.  
War ended Monday 5 A. M. November 11, 1918

The Armistice has been signed.  It was signed at 5 o'clock, Paris time, and hostilities will cease at 11 o'clock this morning, Paris time.  
McHenry Tribune, November  14, 1918

War began on September 1, 1939, when German aircraft, tanks, and motorized troops attacked Poland.  By early 1942 all major countries of the world were involved in the most destructive war in history.  On December 7, 1941 7:55 AM. (Hawaii time) the first bombs fell on Pearl Harbor.  President Franklin D. Roosevelt signed the declaration of var.  
Unconditional surrender of the German forces came on May 7, 1945.  
War ended on September 2, 1945, less than a month after the Allies dropped atomic bombs on Hiroshima and Nagasaki, Japan.  
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During the fall of 1918, the deadly Spanish flu spread throughout the world.  In the October 1998 issue of the North Dakota REC/RTC magazine, managing editor JoAnn B. Winistorier states in her article "Spanish Flu: Plague of the Century'" that an estimated 22 million people worldwide, including; a half million Americans, died from this strain.  1378 North Americans were officially reported to have died from the Spanish influenza, but this may be an underestimate because of the procedures used to collect, record, and interpret vital statistics at that time.  
Following are some excerpts from the McHenry Tribune during October and.  November of 1918 describing the community's experience with the Spanish flu.  
October 10:

The schools closed Thursday until the danger from influenza has subsided.  
Farm auction sales are not included in the ban of the Health Department as issued elsewhere in this issue.  However, they must be held out of doors absolutely and no lunches served.  
Half a dozen or more cases of the newfangled disease known as Spanish influenza are in evidence in McHenry, with a few reported from the country.  None have taken on serious proportions though several are quite sick and are confined to their bed.  Extreme care should be taken to avoid all contact with those afflicted.  Thorough observance of sanitary conditions and taking cold are very important in avoiding infection.  Above all, avoid getting scared because an excited nervous system, attacking the sympathetic nerve centers will give the diseases a foothold quicker than anything else.  Remember that you are not dead until you die and that a cheerful and hopeful condition of mind is worth more than all the medicine you can take, though the latter is an absolute necessity in case of sickness.  
Public Health Bulletin

By order of U. S. Surgeon General Blue-Washington, D. C. 
On account of the prevailing epidemic of influenza, the general public is hereby notified that any expectorations on the public sidewalks, or in public or private building is absolutely prohibited.  
Every owner of public or private buildings must see to it that this is enforced and suitable receptacles provided, with antiseptic solutions, for such expectortations.  
In cases where this disease exists in one family, only one member of such family will be allowed to mix with the general public, and look after the needs of the family, and not then until certain precautions have been taken or prescribed by the Board of Health, to keep down the spread of the disease.  
All public funerals are prohibited, all gatherings in churches, schools, places of amusements, or any other gathering of public nature are strictly prohibited.  All children in families where the disease exists must be kept off the streets and not mingle with the general public.  Each local and township board must cooperate with the county Board of Health and see to it that the orders of the Health Bulletin are strictly enforced.  Violation of the above order in any particular is punishable by a heavy fine or imprisonment or both.

The community was shocked to hear of the death of Mrs. Ira Wickery, who died last Sunday at the age of 60 after a short siege of pneumonia contracted after an attack of influenza.  
Burial was made at the McHenry Cemetery Tuesday afternoon.  No funeral or church services were held on account of the order prohibiting all public gatherings to be held by order of the Board of Health on account of the prevailing epidemic of influenza.  
Josephine Pierce was born in New York state and emigrated to this state 23 years ago.  She was married to Benjamin Eggleston and from this union were born two sons and son daughter.  The latter died but the two sons, Bernard and Clifford, reside north of McHenry.  
In her second marriage, she became the wife o f Ira Wickery, and to them was born one daughter, Olive, who still lives at the old homestead north of here.  
Death of Ozias Lindal at His Home

Tuesday morning occurred the death of Ozias Lindal, a well known farmer of this community, at his home south west of the village.  
Influenza in pneumonia was the cause of his demise.  He was 62 years of age, and leaves besides his wife, an adopted daughter to mourn his departure from life.  Burial was made in the McHenry Cemetery this afternoon.  
November 7, 1918

Grim Reaper Calls Mrs. E. J. Craven

Saturday occurred the death of Mrs. E. J. Craven, from complications of a serious attack of the Spanish influenza, which terminated into heart trouble, and which was the immediate cause of her death.  
Deceased was born in Mt.  Lake, Minnesota, in 1883, where she grew to womanhood.  In 1898 Miss Marion F Lee became the wife of E. J. Craven, from which union there were born one son and two daughters, Eldred, age 16; Odessa, aged 13; and Norma, aged 9, left to mourn her death.  
Burial was made in the McHenry Cemetery Saturday afternoon.  
Lula Vance Gregory Dies at Father's Home

Lula Vance Gregory died at the home of her father last Saturday from heart trouble, resulting from a siege of Spanish influenza.  She was 18 years, 5 months, and 12 days old at the time of her demise.  
She leaves two brothers, Roy of this place, and a brother who is serving with a Canadian regiment overseas; a sister who lives with her mother in Illinois and her father who lives here, to mourn her early death.  
Burial was held in the McHenry Cemetery the same afternoon.  
November 14, 1918

Mrs. J. E. Lott died this morning from the effects of influenza.  George, a son, died yesterday.  A more detailed account will be given next week.  
Mrs. Lott was just 44 years of age at her passing and her son George was 21 and had just recently married.

Oline the 14 -year-old daughter of Mr. and Mrs. John Grafsgaard, died Monday afternoon as a result of rheumatism of long standing.  She had an attack of Spanish influenza recently, and this increased the seriousness of her old trouble.  Burial was held in the McHenry Cemetery Tuesday afternoon.  November 7, 1918

The tomb stone was made of cement and rock, moulded into shape and then polished off.  The aged man cut his name and the date of his birth on the stone.

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During World War II the government took steps to conserve materials vital to the war effort.  The Office of Price Administration issued Ration Stamp Books to each household.  Without these ration stamps you could not purchase many items.  Some of the rationed items in the United States were automobiles, bicycles, typewriters, fuel oil, tires, gasoline, kerosene, stoves, shoes, flannel, and nylon stockings for the ladies were impossible to come by.  Many foods were also rationed coffee, butter, meat, canned milk, and sugar to name a few.  Sugar was rationed the longest from May, 1942 till June of 1947.  Many times the grocery shelves would be empty of many of these items.  
Johnny Aarestad recalls times when the store would receive only a small amount of certain items.  They would generally put these items under the counter and try to divide these items evenly to their customers, but someone would always have to do without.  It would sometimes cause hard feelings between the store-keeper and the customer.  
Tires were very hard to get.  The military needed them so badly.  If you were lucky enough to have tires and inner tubes you patched them and both were used until there was no more room for patches.  If you went on a trip you would maybe have to stop and patch tires by the side of the road, several times before you arrived at your destination, because spare tires were not available.  
Bud Johanns, the barber would travel to other towns to cut hair so the people would not use their gas to come to him.  Everyone did whatever they could to help in the war effort.  
People were encouraged to raise a garden, and that is how the saying Victory Garden came about.  Tin cans and waste fats were salvaged as they were needed for munitions for our fighting men.  
Saving stamps were sold in the schools and when your stamp book was full ($18.75) you could buy a $25.00 War Bond.  You would have to keep that bond for 10 yrs.  to receive $25.00.  War Bonds were sold in every township and city also.  
The saying of the time was, "If you don't need it, "DON'T BUY IT.  "

Carl Brandt won the 10 lb. sack of sugar given away in the U.  S. O. drive.  Mrs. John Baker won the wool blanket given away at the school carnival taught by Mae Jones.  Miss Daisy Bartlett of Grand Forks, who is visiting a short while at the home of her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Allen Bartlett, received the bond given away at the school dance.  
The McHenry Memorial Park has been planted with shrubbery and many perennial flowers have been donated and planted and the grounds mowed and raked so that it is beginning to look considerably improved already.  The men's club has promised to install light in the near future we hope.

March 2, 1916

March 30, 1916

April 27, 1916

The body was shipped to McHenry and funeral services were conducted there Tuesday from the German Lutheran Church, Rev. C. Banhoff of Valley City, officiating.  
Mrs. Delfs was 66 years of age and the family have lived at McHenry the past 17 years, coming to this country from Holstein, Iowa.

September 11, 1930

On Monday Sept.  8 Lucille Lueht, oldest child of Mr. and Mrs. Frank Lucht of McHenry was united in marriage to Ben Nerby.  They were married at the Carrington Court House by Judge Christen Sohlund.  Both Mr. and Mrs. Nerby are well known in this community.  Last Sunday evening a number of young folks drove out to Luchts' to eharivari the newlyweds, but the jokes was on the charivarie as the ceremony hadn't taken place yet.  The best wishes of the community is extended to Mr. and Mrs. Nerby.  For the present they are making their home with Mrs. Nerby's parents.  
September 11, 1930

Walt fell and a huge chunk of lignite followed him in the downward trip.  The coal fell upon Mr. Beardsley's head and side.  Although no bones were broken, Watt is seen walking with a decided limp.  
November 13, 1930

The Frank Merrick Orchestra of McHenry played at Juanita Lake Friday evening for a dance.  The orchestra has been recently organized and is composed of the following players: piano-Gwendolyn Ellers; saxophone, Frank Merrick; banjo, Bill Heath, and drums, Sidney LeBien.  
June 18, 1931

About 800 persons attended the free talkie of the Ford movie show at the King-Bruns garage on barbeque day.  
July 9, 1931

Flagpole dedicated

On Friday afternoon the American Legion Post here held dedication exercises to dedicate the flag pole they erected on Main Street.  The flag staff was painted red at the concrete base, while along the center of the pole and blue near the top.  The top is an aluminum dome.  The McHenry band played for the dedication exercises and Rev. Lindstrom of Kensal gave a very appropriate address far the occasion.  
July 16, 1931

McHenry Child Struck by Auto Knocked down by a car as he played in the mad in front of the old Bostrom house Tuesday noon, little Elton Aarestad was knocked unconscious and has several scratches and bruises about his face and head.  His injuries are not serious.  
The youngster was playing with three other children, all of them scattered along the road at the edge of the highway.  None of them seemed to hear the car's approach, perhaps because a strong wind was blowing.  The auto, driven at a slow rate of speed by a member of the state road crew, drove around some of the children and struck Elton's head with a fender.  The driver rushed the boy to Dr. LeBien for medical attention.

The McHenry post office was robbed on August  20th of $125 cash and $750.  in defense stamps.  
January 29, 1942

February 12, 1942

Being the birthday of Mrs. Liddle, a party of some 50 ladies gathered at the Ladies Aid Hall to help her celebrate.  As a gift she received a small wooden chest containing 1527.00.  
March 5, 1942

A group of As-LI-Are ladies spent Tuesday afternoon with Mrs. Matt Faytle while another group spent Thursday afternoon with Mrs. Swen Lillethun.  
July 27, 1944

McHenry store sold to Minnesota mann.  On October  6, the ownership of Zimmeran Store was transferred to Anton Aasand of Detroit Lakes, Minnesota  The Zimmermans came to McHenry in May, 1915 from Grand Forks and from that until 1938 the store was owned and operated by M. Zimmerman, Sr. In 1938, the ownership was taken over by M. Zimmerman, Jr. , Mr. and Mrs. Aasand, daughter, Marilyn, and sons Charles and Richard, plan to move into the Best Resident, in the near future, beside the children at home, there are two sons in the service, and one daughter working in the F. B. I. Department at Washington, D. C. 
Mr. and Mrs. Zimmerman and family plan to leave for Seattle, Washington  within the next few weeks to make their future home.  
September 14, 1944

Art King has his house hocked up for electricity on Friday.  
November 9, 1944

James A. Stage began working as assistant in the Crane Johnson Lumber Yard last week.  He will stay throughout the hunting season.  
January 11, 1944

Keith and Donald Anderson experienced fighting fire for the first time Sat.  eve.  when their gas lantern exploded and badly burned the George Hoyt home.  The boys were lighting the gas lantern to do the evening shores when it exploded, burning the kitchen walls and outdoor clothing.  It also caught in the near bedroom burning the bedding and mattress.  Some neighbors noticed the fire while passing by on their way to town and helped the boys to get the fire out.  They had been fighting it for two hours.  The boys said the house would have burned down if they hadn't had the help.  They received a few burns on their bodies from their clothing catching fire.  
January 25, 1945

Clarence Leir left Thurs.  for Vancouver, Washington  where he will be employed in defence work as a carpenter.  
February 8, 1945

Mr. and Mrs. Fred Hoyt have now installed a new Delco Light Plant and are really enjoying the electricity.  
February 21, 1946

It has been more than a week since McHenry had any marl service.  Lester Dreher drove his team to Binford to pick up the mail brought there by truck.  The train not being in McHenry for some time and Frank Lucht is swamped with cans of cream and no way to get it to the creamery.  McHenry is so isolated by snow drifts that there is precious little for the men to do but play pinochle.  
May 2, 1946

The McHenry Memorial Park has been planted with shrubbery and many perennial flowers have been donated and planted and the grounds mowed and raked so that it is beginning to look considerable improved already.  The men's club has promised to install light in the near future we hope.  
March 21, 1946

Sherman Lillethun has made several major changes in his gamble store, getting ready for new stock he hopes to put in soon.  
March 21, 1946

Henry Syversonsm McHenry's new blacksmith has his shop almost ready for business.  
July 11, 1946

Main street is having it's face washed, so to speak, John Aarestad store boast a new sidewalk and awning in front of the store.  Mr. Aasand is painting one of his buildings.  The old Ford Garage owned by Abbie Saint has taken on an air of importance again, and is really a nice looking building.  Some of the private dwellings have been painting this spring and summer.  Mr. and Mrs. Sherman Lillethun are remodeling and decorating their apartment over the Gamble Store.  Jay Wellman is proving faithful in keeping the little memorial park at the corner of 5th and Main, looking neat.  All and all the old town is looking up once more.  
July 28, 1949

Confirmation services were held Sunday at 11 o'clock in Our Savior's Lutheran Church with Rev. A. O. Borlaug officiating.  There was a class of nine: Myrna Merrick, Mavis Lynn, Patricia Lynn, Phyllis Tufte, Dorothy Bartlett, Donna Bartlett, Irene Bolken, Arnold Haugland, Lawrence Barclay, and Burton Grafsgaard.  
August 4, 1949

Wander Inn Cafe changed hands Sunday, August 1st.  Mr. and Mrs. Stanley Lowe and Mr. and Mrs. Gayle Overbeck are the new proprietors.  Mrs. Alta Hoggarth moved her household property out Sunday afternoon and they moved in Monday.  
August 4, 1949

The Misses Betty Fintoski, Connie Borlaug, and Gladys Grafsgaard returned home from school at Valley City on Thursday.  
January 19, 1950

John Aarestad arrived home Friday after hunting around Prince Albert, Sask.  He reports the warmest day while he was there was 45 below zero.  
December 14, 1950

Mrs. Alvin Wallace and daughter Judy left for New York November 22.  From there she boarded a ship for her home in Belgium to visit an indefinite time.  
September 15, 1976

Donald Larson of Minnesota, deputy sheriff, arrived here last week.  He took Kenneth Baker's place.  Mr. Larson will be stationed here in McHenry.  
August 27, 1914

The work of completing another room or two on the second story of the school building is well under way and will certainly be appreciated by the students and the teachers.  
February 21, 1907

At a mass meeting of the citizens of Melby township, held at the fire hall on Wednesday, a good attendance was out, both from the country and village.  J. H. Campbell was chosen as chairman of the meeting and O. T. Hart as secretary.  There was a general discussion of the subject by all present and a motion was made that we build a new school house in the village of McHenry which carried by a good vote.  
June 6, 1929

Commencement Held on Friday

The annual high school and eighth grade commencement exercises for the McHenry consolidated school took place last Friday evening, at 8 o'clock.  
Dr. William Roe, of Jamestown College, delivered the address.  Supt.  T. A. Bosworth presented the diplomas.  Walter Alme, valedictorian of this year, presented the valedictory talk, while George Saint, salutatorian, gave the salutatory address.  
The high school class history was ready by Lucille Berg, after which Grace and Burdell Peterson sang the commencement song.  Other members of the program were: songs by the glee club, class prophecy by Alma Knuth, vocal solos by Miss D. Gilderhus and Mrs. C. Enstad, a piano solo by Myrtle Nelson, and reading of the class will by H. Floyd Anderson.  
January 5, 1900

Miss Ellen Clarel and Mrs. Knud K. Alfstad were quietly married at 6 o'clock last Monday evening at the home of the bride's parents.  Rev. Silner of Cooperstown officiated the ceremony.  They wfil live in the upstairs of the post office.  
October 1, 1914

Plans are being made for the completion of the upper south wing of the school building for a gymnasium.  
October 29, 1914

New lavatories were put in the boy's and girl's basement of the school last Saturday, which will greatly add to the cleanliness of the basement.  
January 27, 1909, McHenry Tribune

The old school house has finally been turned over to some of our McHenry citizens, and the report is that the firemen will give their annual dance and basket supper there a week from Monday.  Before the building is fit for dancing the partition will have to be removed and a new floor laid and the work of reconstruction will begin immediately.  
November 25, 1909

On Tuesday of last week the man in charge of the heating plant, which is being put into the new school house, fired up for the initial test which apparently proved highly satisfactory.  The building is fast assuming an appearance of completion and both teachers and pupils are anxious to move into it which they expect to do after Thanksgiving.

A baby boy arrived at the home of Mr. and Mrs. Ben Conant on October  31.  Ben says he has not quite decided whether he will name the little fellow Frazier or Townley, or just plain Ben.  
November 7, 1918

Biographies
Elton & Judell (Lien) Aarestad 
Elton, son of John and Marie Aarestad, Sr. , was born April 14, 1923, and married Judell Lien, November 14, 1948.  Elton, a lineman for a power company, and Judell, a secretary, moved to Palmer, Alaska in 1951, and to Salem, Oregon in 1964.  The couple has three daughters: Jayne, Elaine, and Mary, all of Oregon, and two grandchildren: Danielle and Ashley.  
The Aarestads reside in Hillsboro, Oregon.  
John & Marie (Torrison) Aarestad, Sr. 
John Aarestad, Sr. (1889 - 1964) of Cooperstown, and Marie Torrison Aarestad (1903 - 1987) of rural McHenry, came to McHenry in 1922, living just north of the schoolhouse, and then moving to the Bostrom house in 1931, where their son John Jr. now resides.  
John Sr. , a farmer, a cattle buyer, and a real estate dealer, purchased the City Meat Market (still its trade name) from John Dierdorff in 1922.  The meat market, established by John Gerhard in the early 1900's, was enlarged for a grocery store in 1930.  
The Aarestads had four sons: Elton, born April 14, 1923; Burton, born March 3, 1925, did electrical work, mainly in Alaska, until retiring; John Jr. , born September 1, 1930, worked for seven years in the City Meat Market for his father until

becoming the owner in 1955; and Wesley, who passed away in 1942 at the age of 4.  John Sr. , Marie, and Wesley are buried at Bethlehem Cemetery.  
Torkel & Serina Aarestad

Torkel Aarestad, born in Norway, came to the Cooperstown area with his parents in 1883, at the age of 6 months.  
Serina, also born in Norway, came in 1908, at the age of 17.  
After their marriage in 1911, they lived near Juanita until 1929, when they moved to a farm southwest of McHenry (present Kerry Smith farm), staying there until 1943, when the tornado heavily damaged their farm and they moved to a farm near Carrington.  Serina's illness brought the family to Jamestown, where she died in 1946, at the age of 55.  
In 1948, Torkel married-Bess Baker of Pingree.  Torkel passed away in 1967 at the age of 85, and Bess died in 1966.  
The Aarestads had seven children:

Esther (1923 - 1992), a nurse, married Hilmer Boelter, had 4 children, and lived in Kindred, North Dakota.  After Hilmer's death in 1980, Esther married Vern Tiemans in Los Angeles, where they resided until her death in 1992.  
Wilfred (1925 - ) and his wife Thelma (Haugen) have 6 children and reside in Jamestown where Wilfred was engaged in auto parts work.  
Mertis (1927 - 1980), a dental assistant, married Orval Sorenson and lived in Bagley, Minnesota.  They had 6 children.

Mrs. Julia Ferris and her six children moved to McHenry from Juanita in the spring of 1932 after the untimely death in December 1931 of her husband, Henry J. Farris.  
The Farris children included Mabel, born in 1914, Florence in 1917, Ernest (Ernie) in 1920, Myrtle in 1923, Glen (Wimpy) in 1924, and Albert in 1931.  
Henry J. Farris was born near Hope, North Dakota on a farm that his father, William Henderson Farris, had homesteaded in 1886.  William migrated from Wisconsin and was a descendant of Ian Esom Farris, who entered this country in 1663 from Scotland.  
Julia was born a Nelson (one of 15 children) on a farm near Hatton, North Dakota of Norwegian parents.  Julia's mother emigrated from Norway and Julia's father was born in Wisconsin of Norwegian immigrants.  After a long hard life, Julia died in 1980.  
The Henry J. Farris family first entered Foster County in 1919, settling in and around Juanita as farmers.  They had returned to North Dakota from Northeast Montana after bad conditions forced them to give up farming there.  They probably came to Foster County because of relatives living in and around the area.  The family lived on several farms around Juanita and all the kids except Albert attended Juanita schools.  
After Henry's death, the family moved tb McHenry and settled in a 3 -room house owned by Foster County.  This house was located just south and next door to the old Moeback house, the one Dolly Prescott later purchased.  The Farrises were now on relief, but then in those days there were an awful lot of poor people around McHenry.  They lived in that house until 1943.  
After the kitchen roof blew off in the terrible storm of July 12, 1943, it was imperative that they move on.  The house when we last saw it was being used as a chicken coop on the Jim Stage place.  An old friend gone to roost.  
In August of 1943, Julia and Albert moved to Valley City where they lived until 1945.  As you can surmise, at this time, all the other kids were busy with WWII.  After the older boys came back from the war, the entire family, except Mabel, moved out to the Seattle area to experience the glittering lights and high adventure of big city life.  
Mabel-Mabel attended McHenry High School, but she only stayed around McHenry for a couple of years before leaving for Wisconsin where she lived the rest of her life.  Mabel was married and had one son.  She died in 1981 from complications from lung cancer.  
Florence-Florence graduated from McHenry High School in 1935 where she was active in basketball, the drama club and glee club.  She counted Clarice White and Eva Bartlett among her best friends.  Florence moved on to Rogers, North Dakota in 1936

where she met and married her husband, Wayne Pickett.  After Wayne lost a leg in a mining accident in Montana, the Picketts moved out to Bremerton, Washington  where they became involved in the war effort by working in the Navy yard there.  Florence had five children, all of which live in and around the Seattle area.  Florence now lives the year round in Mesa, Arizona and is very involved in community activities.  
Ernest-Ernest attended McHenry High School for a short while before a disagreement over spitballs with the principal forced him to retire from school.  He went into the Navy shortly after WWII broke out.  He fought in both the European and Pacific campaigns, rising to the rank of Chief Petty Officer.  After the war, he too settled in the Seattle area where he became a successful homebuilder and remodeler.  Ernest loved to fish, dance, play pool and pinochle. Memories of McHenry

I first came to McHenry to go to church in 1934.  I was teaching in Glenfield.  There was no Catholic church in Glenfield.  I rented a car for $1.00 from a local garage and drove to McHenry to church.  It was at church that I had my first date with Martin, whom I married.  Martin took up the collection each Sunday.  One Sunday as he passed the collection plate, he dropped a note in my lap.  It was written on the back of a church envelope.  The message was, "Will you come home with me for breakfast?" I went, of course.  
We were married in 1937, and lived in McHenry for seven years till we moved to Seattle in November of 1944.  
I have wonderful memories of those seven years.  There were the Sunday night movies in the town hall-we always went free and sat together in the ticket booth, for Martin sold the tickets.  On Friday nights I always helped in the store preparing for the big Saturday night rush when all the farmers came to town for the movies or a basketball game.  They did their shopping for the week.  Our preparations included bagging 1 and 5 lb. bags of brown and white sugar.  Sugar came to the store in 100 lb. bags in those days.  
We left McHenry in November of 1944 and only three months after our arrival in Seattle, our son Tony, a first grader, came down with the mumps.  Martin got the mumps too.  Sadley he never recovered for the mumps led to Lou Gehrig's disease from which he died a year later.  
I have lived in Seattle for fifty-four years, but a part of my heart will always be in McHenry where I spent seven of the happiest years of my life.  A part of Martin and me is still there.  Our baby boy, Joel Zimmerman, who died at age of two days is buried in the little cemetery north of town.  
And though many of the old buildings and businesses of McHenry are gone, the building that was the Zimmerman store still stands.  
I wish a happy Centennial Year to all in the McHenry of today and especially to dear friends who still live there.

Elizabeth Quibell Hoyt came with her family from Iowa in 1904 and settled in North Dakota.  When she lived in Iowa she had a very nice large home, but in North Dakota her house was very small, three bedrooms upstairs, two rooms downstairs, a bedroom and the other room was kitchen, dining and living area.  
She was a very good wife, mother and neighbor, always giving a helping hand to those around her.  She helped deliver most of her own grandchildren and gave most of them their first baths.  She sewed all of her own clothes, without a pattern.  She always saw to it that we were kept busy around the farm with our chores, but she made sure we had play time too.  Mother and dad made one trip back to Iowa in 1925 by train.  She saw her family often, as most of them had settled nearby.  She was slow to anger, but when she did you'd better look out.  I remember one time when a neighbor and his three boys and two girls were at our house, and the girl my age had me eating her mud pies.  Did mother's eyes ever snap! (The little girl turned out later to be Leo Hoyt's second wife, Grace).

"There have been many changes since I came to North Dakota in 1904.  " When we arrived at McHenry this was the end of the railroad line-the train turned around here and went back.  This small town was a busy place, since there were no other towns within 35 miles of this branch line.  It was building up at that time; we had seven elevators.  There was no homestead land around here, but lots of prairie land.  The farm that dad had traded for was all prairie land, and no buildings on it.  The first thing we did was put up some buildings and then start breaking up the sod.  That was done with a walking plow and horses.  It was really fun to walk behind the plow and watch the sod turn over.  It was quite a change from back in Iowa, where we came from.  
The first winter in North Dakota we didn't have a schoolhouse so I didn't get any schooling.  The second year they built a school one-half mile east of Dad's home place.  I trapped muskrats and weasels in the winter to get some spending money.  There were no roads in the early years only trails.  Later roads were built with the use of horses.  Dad's new threshing machine was a Buffalo Pitts; we ran it for 16 years.  A full crew was about twenty or twentyone men and the men didn't work by the hour in those days.  They were paid a dollar-and-a-half per day, and a day was from sunup to sundown.  
Dad bought his first secondhand car in 1910, and the name of it was "Queen.  " His second car was a 1912 Model T. My first car was a 1917 Model T. I had more fun with that car than I do with the cars of today.

James and Maxine Stage are the present owners.  Regarding the place called Melby Hills.  It was another Melby for which they were named unrelated to my great grandparents.  In the spring of 1894, Knud and his family moved to Wells County.

Established in 1899 on Section  IS- 147 - 62 at the terminus of the Cooperstown extension of 27 miles on the N. P. R. R. Named by the railroad officials for E. H. McHenry, chief engineer of the road at that time, and who in early days

`' was employed in railway engineering on this same railroad, then known as the Jamestown & Northern.  An inland post office named Melby established June 21, 1890 by Knute (Knud) Melby, was (later) moved to the townsite and an attempt was made to change the town's name to Melby which failed.  
The McHenry post office was established by October  31, 1902.  The village was incorporated in 1903.  
You mentioned that on the early maps that McHenry was called Melby.  I have found that the early records and documents for Knud and family also lists Melby as the place where they resided.

MELBY SCHOOL DISTRICT

 -From 'A history of Foster County', compiled by the Foster County History Book Committee, 1983, page 342, which I am sure you are acquainted with:

Melby School District

Melby School District came into being in the spring of 1890.  
The following information was taken from records on file in the office of the Foster County Superintendent of Schools.  
April 29, 1890 -Pursuant to the order of the County Commissioners, the first election for school officers for Melby School district was held at the house of Ole Melby April 29, 1890, and resulted as follows: For directors, Knude Melby, Knude Alfstad, and C. C. Rogne.  For District Treasurer, Ole Melby.  
After the polls were closed and vote canvassed, the board organized by electing Knude Melby president of the school board and 7K.  Rogne district clerk.  
June 8, 1890 -At the regular election for school officers, the following officers were elected: Director for one year Knude Melby, Director for two years K. Alfstad, Director for for three years C. Rogne, For district treasurer Ole Melby.  Board organized by electing Knude Alfstad president and appointing J. Rogne clerk.  
June 1893 -No election held, the same officers continued to serve.  The reason for their being no election was that the men were all away out of the district working on the "Soo " Railroad.  
In the following February, Tollef Robley and Knute Melby resigned, and Andrew Johnson and Carl Benson were appointed directors.  The clerk, 
Ole Melby, also resigning, Knute Alfstad was selected Clerk, County Treasurer, and acting Treasurer.  
Let me tell you about the people mentioned in this information: -Knude/Knute (s/bKnud) Melby.  My great grandfather. -Knude Alfstad.  Though I haven't had time to study further about Knude Alfstad

as yet, I believe he and Knud Melby grew up knowing each other in Valdres Norway, and I also suspect they are distantly related.  
 -Ole Melby.  Knud Melby's eldest son.  
 -C. C. Rogne.  Knud Melby's brother-in-law.  A few years later, C. C. changed his last name to Melby and was known thereafter as C. C. Melby.  
 -J. K. (s/b T. K.) Rogne. (I have studied the handwriting of the early records and it appears that the T had been misinterpreted to be a J.) Knud Melby's brother-in-law.  T. K. kept the Rogne name throughout his life.  
 -Tollef Robley (there are several spelling variations for this name).  
I also believe that Knud and his wife Guri Melby knew Tollef Robley from Valdres Norway and were related to him as well.  
A 'Note on the names: The Rogne/Melby background is somewhat complicated regarding the names.  You see, the parents (of Knud's wife, Guri, and her brothers C. C. and T. K.) each inherited the farms of their parents.  Guri, C. C., and T. K. 's mother inherited the Melby farm, and this is where Guri and her brothers and sisters grew up.  Guri was the eldest and when she and Knud were married, Guri and Knud took over the Melby farm.  Guir kept the Melby name, and Knud Rudi then also took the name of Melby for his last name.  Guri's parents and brothers and sisters, at this time, moved to the farm Guri's father had inherited which was Rogne.  The family went by the names Melby, by Rogne, and by a combination of Melby Rogne.  So, some of the children finally chose Melby and some chose Rogne as their last name.  Therefore, there are two different last names among the members of this family.
